Discussion
FY 2011 ORSSAB Budget Request - Ms. Halsey asked that discussion of the government estimate of the ORSSAB 2011 budget request be postponed until the March meeting. 
January/February Expenses - The committee reviewed the FY 2010 costs table (Attachments 1). Ms. Halsey reminded the committee that carryover funds from FY 2009 will be added to the table, so the budget is in good shape so far this year. Ms. Halsey noted that late travel arrangements and registrations for members attending the waste management conference have pushed up travel costs.
DOE Five-Year Plan - The committee discussed making a recommendation on updating the DOE Five-Year Plan. Mr. Dixon said he thought Ron Murphree offered to supply the recommendation verbiage. He asked that staff make an action item for Mr. Murphree to consider it. Ms. Halsey suggested the recommendation be formatted as a letter and sent directly to Inés Triay, rather than John Eschenberg. 
Chairs Meeting – Mr. Osborne reported that planning for the spring chairs meeting is on track. A plan for the reception and dinner buffet has been decided upon. The registration site is up and running, and about a dozen registrations have been received. Letters have been sent to the Oak Ridge mayor, John Eschenberg, and Gerald Boyd asking them to welcome attendees at the start of the meeting. All three have accepted. Notifications have been sent out to TDEC, EPA, and local organizations. The agenda is virtually final, assuming there are no last‑minute changes. Inés Triay has been invited through Cate Brennan, the EM SSAB’s Designated Federal Officer. Ms. Halsey asked staff to email an invitation to Ms. Triay on behalf of the ORSSAB chair. Mr. Juarez asked who will represent ORSSAB at the meeting table. Mr. Murphree said he would discuss it at the March board meeting. 
Retreat - Ms. Owen reported that Dancing Bear Lodge in Townsend is the preferred location for the retreat and that August 20–21 seem to be the dates that work best. Ms. Halsey asked if the committee was interested in considering Lori Isenberg, who will be facilitating the chairs meeting, as an alternative to hiring a local facilitator. Mr. Juarez said that travel would be an issue with an out-of-state facilitator, although pre‑retreat activities could be worked long-distance. Ms. Owen said she thought it was very important to have a local facilitator that can get to know the board and its committees, work in person with the planning committee, and help determine retreat logistics. Mr. Dixon agreed. 
Chairs Meeting Topics - The committee reviewed the top three issues ORSSAB presented at the Idaho chairs meeting (Attachment 2). Mr. Dixon suggested that getting DOE to generate an Abbreviated Quarterly Project Review should be presented as the board accomplishment at the April chairs meeting. 
Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2010 work plan (Attachment 3) and added the government estimate of the ORSSAB 2011 budget request to the March topics.
