Discussion
February/March Expenses - The committee reviewed the FY 2010 costs table (Attachments 1). Ms. Halsey said the board is spending at an almost identical pace as last year, so there should be no problems with staying within budget this year. 
FY 2011 ORSSAB Budget Request - Ms. Halsey distributed the government estimate of the ORSSAB FY 2011 budget request (Attachment 2). The estimate is $68K below the original request. She noted that last year’s travel expenditures were only $21K, so she decreased travel for 2011 from the $42K to $25K. The major decrease, however, was in the $40K funding the stewardship workshop, which will not be necessary now that DOE-Headquarters is holding a workshop in Grand Junction. Finally, she said, the board is likely to have carryover again this year, so the $405K government estimate should be sufficient for FY 2011.
Retreat - The committee reviewed the draft statement of work and job description for retreat facilitation (Attachment 3). Mr. Dixon asked if there is a pool of DOE facilitators we could draw from. Ms. Halsey said there is, but they may not be right for the board’s needs. There are also contractor facilitators, but they are often too technically oriented. Mr. Juarez suggested that in looking for facilitators, it would be good to see if they have videos that could be reviewed to see what their style is. 
Chairs Meeting – Mr. Osborne reported that planning for the spring chairs meeting is on track. We are expecting a record turnout for a chairs meeting with almost 60 registrations for the meeting and reception/dinner, and about 40 for the tour. Menus and logistical details for the reception and dinner buffet have been decided upon. All the arrangements for hotel meeting space and the tour are mostly in place, but a lot of last-minute details will have to be addressed in April, such as compilation of the meeting notebook and the top three issues. 
Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2010 work plan (Attachment 4). The date of the April meeting was deferred to the Executive Committee’s lead. (The Executive Committee elected to cancel its April meeting.)
