Discussion
Evaluation of the Annual Planning Meeting - Mr. Osborne reported that the annual planning meeting committee will hold a conference call in the next week or two to review the results of the end-of-day member survey and Lori Isenberg’s summary, which should be forthcoming soon. The Executive Committee will hold a work session in September to review work plan–related issues.
Ms. Halsey said that as wonderful as Whitestone is, the meeting room configuration is a problem. Mr. Juarez said he liked Bear Creek Lodge, but that room configuration there was a tad crowded. Ms. Halsey said she would like to pursue holding the meeting next year at a state park. Mr. Juarez suggested that staff and Maggie Owen begin looking at possible locations. 
Mr. Juarez said he thought the feedback at the meeting was generally positive, except for John Eschenberg’s comment about the pre-meeting member survey. Mr. Juarez said he would like Lori Isenberg’s input on it.

July/August Expenses - The committee reviewed the costs table (Attachment 1). Mr. Juarez said he is concerned about the continuing resolution that will likely occur this year and that someone at headquarters will see the leftover funds from FY 2011 and try to take some back. He thinks the ORSSAB committees should be very careful in developing their FY 2013 budget requests and that the travel budget should remain well funded. Ms. Halsey said that the Board Finance & Process Committee should fine-tune the FY 2012 ORSSAB budget and if necessary make the case about funds that will need to be spent on the museum exhibit.
Mr. Martin suggested earmarking funds for a western waste site tour for new members. Ms. Halsey said she would like to have members go to other boards’ meetings to see how they manage their work. Mr. Martin mentioned that the Paducah SSAB shows their meetings live on the Internet. Mr. Juarez asked staff to look into showing ORSSAB meetings online.

Ms. Halsey took an action item for her and staff to look at all possible ramifications to the FY 2012 budget. 
Bylaws Review - The committee reviewed Section II of the ORSSAB Bylaws: “Functions, Scope, and Accountability” (Attachment 2). Mr. Juarez said he did not see anything requiring changes.
