Discussion
November/December Expenses - The committee reviewed the current costs table (Attachment 1). Mr. Paulus asked Ms. Atwater if the discrepancy between her FY 2011 carryover figure and the one shown in last year’s costs table had been resolved. Ms. Atwater said it is still being worked.
FY 2013 Budget Request - The committee reviewed its draft FY 2013 budget request (Attachment 2). Additions were made to the travel category, and the amended request was approved. 
Travel - The committee reviewed the other committees’ FY 2013 requests (Attachment 3). Mr. Valunas mentioned that the other committees’ travel requests amount to more than what the board has allocated for travel in FY 2012. Mr. Osborne said it’s typical for the committees to request whatever think they is appropriate for travel, and then DOE has the option to recommend a lower figure if it chooses. 
2012 Annual Meeting - Mr. Osborne reported that the location for the 2012 annual meeting has not yet been set, as the planning committee was unable to visit the two potential meeting venues before the holidays.
Bylaws Review - The committee reviewed Section VI of the ORSSAB Bylaws: “Decision Making” (Attachment 4). No changes were proposed.
