Discussion
September/October Expenses - The committee reviewed the current costs tables (Attachment 1). Mr. Valunas asked why newspaper costs were so much last year and why facilitation costs were cut for FY 2012. Mr. Osborne explained that the board expended $4,000 last December in advertising for the new member recruitment. The cut in facilitation costs represents DOE’s proposal for what the board should spend in 2012. The board can juggle funds in the various cost categories to raise that figure if desired.
Mr. Paulus asked why the facilitator costs so much. Mr. Juarez explained that there’s a lot of pre-meeting and post-meeting work that goes on with the annual planning meeting that requires a significant amount of the facilitator’s time. The facilitator is an expert in the workings of the SSABs, and that has proven very beneficial. Trying to work with facilitators who know nothing about an SSAB has been a disaster in the past.
Mr. Juarez asked what costs are associated with the “staff” figures shown in the costs table. Mr. Osborne said it includes salaries, vacation, and overhead paid to the company that manages the board’s administration staff.
Mr. Juarez asked Ms. Atwater if the $116,000 FY 2011 carryover shown is correct. Ms. Atwater said her figures are higher. Not all costs have been finalized, however. Travel funds, she noted, cannot be carried over although they can be posted to other accounts, such as printing. 
Travel - The committee reviewed the proposed travel table for 2012 (Attachment 2). Mr. Hemelright asked about western waste site tour. Mr. Osborne said he would send an email to all board members asking who’s interested in participating. 
The committee reviewed and concurred with requests from David Hemelright, Howard Holmes, and Gloria Mei for travel to the Perma-Fix Mixed and Low-Level Waste Management Forum (Attachment 3).
Bylaws Review - The committee reviewed Section IV of the ORSSAB Bylaws: “Membership Responsibilities” (Attachment 4) and proposed no changes.

Location of the 2012 Annual Planning Meeting - The committee reviewed a table of potential locations for the 2012 meeting (Attachment 5). Mr. Juarez asked if there are facilities that other DOE Oak Ridge departments regularly use. Mr. Osborne replied all the facilities are included in the table. Mr. Adler noted that if the annual planning meeting is held less than 50 miles from Oak Ridge, DOE may not be able to supply food at the event. Mr. Paulus asked Mr. Adler to find out.

Mr. Juarez suggested selecting a preferred location from the list and then checking with DOE to see if the costs are acceptable. Mr. Osborne said he will get with the annual planning meeting committee and add discussion of their recommendation to the next Board Finance & Process Committee agenda. 
FY 2012 Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2012 plan (Attachment 6) and made no changes.
