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Toxic Substances Control Act Incinerator update
Ms. Sager provided an overview of the Toxic Substances Control Act Incinerator (TSCAI) operations including a historical review and the current status of operations and maintenance, the FY 2008-09 burn plan, closure planning, and planning for any future waste treatment. The main points of her presentation are in Attachment 1.
She noted that Phase II Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) regulations will become effective in October 2008 and will result a slight reduction of feed rates. Ms. Sager noted the chart on page 5 of Attachment 1 showing a column of pending MACT emission limits set to take effect in October and how those limits compare with the current air permit emissions limit. Mr. Mulvenon asked if regulations applied to all hazardous waste incinerators, specifically the commercial incinerator in Roane County. Ms. Sager said they do, but the Roane County is not permitted the same way as TSCAI and she didn’t know how MACT provisions apply.

Mr. Murphree asked about the air permit issued by Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation governing non-radiological emissions. Ms. Sager said a Title V major operating source permit would replace the air permit, but she pointed out that the Title V and the MACT renewal may not happen before the incinerator is scheduled to cease operations toward the end of FY 2009.
Ms. Sager said operation of the incinerator has changed from subcontractors to BJC. Mr. Jensen asked why that happened. Ms. Sager said the subcontract was at its endpoint and BJC felt it wasn’t proper to try to re-bid the contract given the short time-frame for closure.

Ms. Sager reviewed operations and maintenance of the incinerator on page 6 of Attachment 1. Mr. Mulvenon asked when the Central Neutralization Facility was due to close. Ms. Sager it will operate as long as TSCAI operates. 
Closure planning for the incinerator is noted on page 9 of Attachment 1. Ms. Sager said the reduction of liquid waste coming from Portsmouth allows for an earlier shutdown than previously thought. The burn plan has been revised to reflect the reduction of waste coming to the incinerator. Ms. Gawarecki asked why Portsmouth is using other outlets to handle its waste. Ms. Sager said TSCAI can’t operate indefinitely so Portsmouth began looking for other alternatives.
Ms. Sager said contingency plans are being made just in case the incinerator has to operate past 2009. Plans for future waste treatment are enumerated on page 10 of Attachment 1. In March 2008 the DOE Environmental Management Consolidated Business Center issued a call for businesses interested in handling the types of wastes TSCAI has been handling. 

ETTP Accelerated Cleanup
Mr. Kopotic updated the committee on the cleanup work that has been done to date at East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP). The main points of his presentation are in Attachment 2.

He pointed out that the area known as Zone 1 had 687 acres characterized by dynamic verification strategy and 662 acres of that was recommended for no further action. In the K-1007 Ponds and Powerhouse areas 404 acres have been characterized and 379 have been recommended for no further action. 

He said the Oak Ridge Institute for Science and Education has been doing independent verification of cleanup on the site and is expected issue its first report within a month or so that will summarize its findings. 

Mr. Kopotic said DOE has received an additional $56 million for FY 2008 to do additional work at ETTP. A list of items that will be addressed with the additional money is listed on Attachment 3. He said the items listed were milestones that had been missed, but have now been re-milestoned and targeted for completion within the next two years. 
Chromium Release in Mitchell Branch – Mr. Kopotic provided an update on the investigation on the source of Hexavalent chromium release in Mitchell Branch and the ongoing removal action to contain the release. 

Elevated levels of hexavalent chromium were found in Mitchell Branch and it was traced to a point but the source has not been found, although it could have been used as an algaecide in fire lines in the 1970s.

As part of a time-critical removal action grout cut-off walls and wells were installed to intercept the chromium, which has greatly reduced the amount flowing into Mitchell Branch, but levels are still slightly above the hexavalent chromium ambient water quality criteria of 11 parts per billion.
Currently there is no plan for removing the source of the contamination. The contaminated water is captured in the containment wells then pumped into a basement, which acts as a holding pond. From there it is sent to the Central Neutralization Facility for treatment.

ETTP Ponds Progress
Mr. Kopotic informed the committee that the remediation of the ETTP Ponds is funded from part of the additional $56 million in the FY 2008 budget. The removal action work plan for remediation of the ponds was transmitted to the regulators. DOE is currently working with the regulators on preparation of a Sampling and Analysis Plan to support the remediation and subsequent monitoring. Although the Federal Facility Agreement construction start milestone for the ponds is September 2009, DOE's intention is to start remediation this fall. 

Discussion of any possible recommendations on presentations
The committee saw no need to issue any recommendations on the presentations. 
Discussion of draft recommendation on Waste Information Management System

The author of the recommendation, Luther Gibson, was not in attendance so discussion of the recommendation was tabled. 
New Business 
· Draft Recommendation on Surveillance and Maintenance – During discussion of the draft recommendation (Attachment 4) it was noted the recommendation should reference the Integrated Facilities Disposition Plan (IFDP), historical preservation, accelerated cleanup, and any other activities that requires long-term maintenance of facilities. Messrs. Murphree, Myrick, and Olson said they would revise the recommendation and bring back to the committee at a later date.
· Combined meeting in July with Stewardship on risk training seminar – Mr. Gross noted that it is not yet determined if the seminar will be a combined meeting with Stewardship, a separate meeting, or the main presentation at the June full ORSSAB meeting.
· Guidance on risk training seminar – ORSSAB chair Lance Mezga had asked the EM and Stewardship Committees to offers suggestions on risk topics suggested. Suggestions that came out of this meeting included explanation of risk based models, acceptable risk for recreational use, the ‘farmer standing in the field’ model for acceptable risk, how risk models are established for remediation, the risk standards regulators hold to DOE, re-examination of risk standards suggested by the End Use Working Group, explanation of industrial use and recreation use standards, how risk is factored into prioritization, and how risk-based analyses are going to be used for the IFDP. Mr. Adler said he and Mr. Kubarewicz would work together to come up with an overall package of risk topics that would be useful for the seminar.
· Update on K-25 decontamination and decommissioning progress report for June meeting – Mr. Adler said he would determine a presenter for an update of K-25 work for the June meeting. Jack Howard, the project director is retiring at the end of May. Mr. Kopotic or Kelly Trice are possible presenters.

1. Mr. Gibson will act as issue manager on developing a recommendation on the Waste Information Management System. Status. A draft recommendation has been written, but Mr. Gibson was not present to discuss the recommendation at this meeting. 
2. Messrs. Murphree, Myrick, and Olson will revise the draft recommendation on surveillance and maintenance.

3. Messrs. Adler and Kubarewicz will develop a package of topics for possible discussion at a risk training seminar.

4. Mr. Adler will determine a presenter for the June meeting on K-25 decontamination and decommissioning progress.
