Board Officer/DOE Comments
Ms. Halsey reported that a dispute resolution agreement was signed Tuesday documenting agreement between DOE and the regulators regarding milestones for FYs 2008 and 2009. Agreement has been reached on 2010 for all but four milestones that are above target funding levels. DOE cannot agree to milestones that are above target funding. Two other items that could not be resolved are progressing through the dispute resolution process. The first is DOE’S inability to add milestones that are not in the target baseline. The regulators say that milestones should be added and then DOE should request appropriate funding. The other concerns the contents of Appendix J. The regulators want to accelerate some items because they do not feel that Appendix J ends at 2016—there will be more work to do than is listed. 
Ms. Halsey said that a major workshop is also planned to discuss certain sections of the Federal Facility Agreement. DOE-Headquarters may be invited to attend, and EPA is responsible for scheduling. Mr. Mezga asked Ms. Halsey to find out if ORSSAB members can attend. Mr. Mezga asked if a copy of the dispute resolution agreement could be made available to board members. Ms. Halsey said it could. The agreement is three pages long, she said. The remaining pages include the updated Appendix E and phased construction completion reports for East Tennessee Technology Park showing detailed calculations. 
Monthly Board Meetings
March 12 Review - The committee reviewed the draft minutes (Attachment 1). Mr. Mezga said he has long been concerned that the Annual Site Environmental Report is not related to the Remediation Effectiveness Report. They should be correlated somehow. Mr. Mulvenon recommended he talk with Joan Hughes.
April 9 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 2). The presentation will focus on the White Oak Lake/Embayment area and the Bear Creek Valley uranium burial grounds. Mr. Murphree said he is serving as issue manager for the White Oak Lake/Embayment presentation. Mr. Mulvenon offered to be issue manager for Bear Creek Valley. Ms. Halsey said she will fax draft presentation materials to the issue managers following a dry run taking place Friday morning. The committee discussed issues to be addressed in the White Oak Lake/Embayment presentation. Mr. Mezga said the board needs the status of actions so far, what the decision documents will be, and an assessment of any predetermined DOE recommendations. The point is to open dialogue for discussion, gather information, and determine how and when the public will be involved in decision‑making. 
Regarding Bear Creek Valley, Ms. Halsey said that a feasibility study was done and approved in the 1990s, and a focused feasibility study/proposed plan will be coming out this year. DOE’s baseline assumption is to cap the burial grounds and monitor them. The state’s policy on final decisions, however, is not to leave highly radioactive waste in situ unless there’s a long-term funding plan in place á la the one developed for the EM Waste Management Facility. 
Recommendations - The committee voted to send the following recommendations forward to the board for consideration for approval in April:
· Recommendation on an Oak Ridge Oral History Program (Attachment 3)

· Recommendation on FY 2010 DOE-Oak Ridge EM Budget Request (Attachment 4)
Mr. Dixon asked if a bullet needs to be added to the budget recommendation to address long-term stewardship funding. Ms. Halsey said that current stewardship actions are funded out of the DOE surveillance and maintenance program (e.g., making sure deeds are in place, monitoring). Mr. Mezga noted that the Building 3019 and newly generated waste recommendation bullets would be stronger if they offered specific dollar increases for these projects.
To shorten the April agenda, the committee voted to send the following recommendation forward to the board for consideration for approval in May:
· Recommendation on the D3 Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study for the East Tennessee Technology Park (Attachment 5). 
Mr. Mezga said it might be helpful to send board members an email explaining the recommendation so they have some background information before the meeting. 

May 14 Presentation - The committee reviewed a list of potential topics for the meeting presentation (Attachment 6) and selected a report on submittal of the Integrated Facility Disposition Project CD-1 document. Mr. Mezga volunteered to serve as issue manager. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Adams reported that at its March meeting the committee reviewed the FY 2008 ORSSAB cost table (Attachment 7). The committee also discussed the expenditure request for Roane State Community College, Sondra Sarten’s travel request, and the recommendation on FY 2010 EM budget request.
Environmental Management - Mr. Murphree reported that in March the committee discussed the FY 2010 budget recommendation and Christine Gelles’ waste disposition presentation. A recommendation is being developed on the Waste Information Management System she discussed. The committee also developed suggestions for the three top issues for SSAB chairs meeting. In April the committee will get an update on the Building 3019 project.
Stewardship - Mr. Bonner said that in March the committee discussed the January board presentation on the 2007 Remediation Effectiveness Report and gave out the “Offsite” section for members to review for readability. The committee also developed suggestions for top three issues for the spring chairs meeting and approved travel for Sondra Sarten. In April the committee will review a draft of Melton Valley deed restrictions, and Jason Darby will discuss the format of the Remediation Effectiveness Report.
Other Business 
Expenditure Request - The committee approved a request for new member recruitment support to pay for the Roane State Community College evaluation of applications (Attachment 8). 

Travel Request - The committee approved a request from Sondra Sarten for travel to the 2008 Environmental Justice Conference (Attachment 9).
Chairs Meeting Issues - The committee reviewed a compilation of suggestions from the ORSSAB standing committees for topics to be presented during the site “Top Three Issues” discussion (Attachment 10). The committee selected: ETTP (including preservation of K-25 north tower and implementation of historic preservation requirements), stewardship, and budget (including the Integrated Facility Disposition Project and completion of Balance of Reservation project). Mr. Mezga offered to write up the topics and send them to the Executive Committee for approval.
Western Waste Site Tour - The committee reviewed a draft itinerary for the trip to tour the Nevada Test Site, EnergySolutions of Utah, and the Waste Isolation Pilot Plant (Attachment 11). Mr. Osborne said that the first week of June would be a good time to go, based on the logistical planning that must take place. The trip will cost about $2,100 per person. He said that the first week of June would be the earliest arrangements could be made, but the trip could be postponed until after new board members are seated in July. The committee decided to stay with June. 
The committee agreed that the trip should be open to any member of the board rather than being tied to a committee because the sites being toured are critical to the EM cleanup and closure mission. Staff was asked to email board members to gauge interest in participating. 
Superfund Basic Research and Training Program Letter - The committee reviewed a draft letter from the board offering support for a proposal being submitted to the National Institutes of Health for a Superfund Basic Research and Training Program (Attachment 12). The proposal is being submitted by Vanderbilt University and Oak Ridge National Laboratory. The committee approved the letter.
Chairs Call - Mr. Dixon reported that he participated in the bi-monthly EM SSAB chairs call this afternoon. Christine Gelles mentioned an interesting (but probably doubtful) new thermal waste treatment system designed to remove radioactivity. Mark Gilbertson discussed the technology roadmap; the chairs gave round robin reports; and the Hanford board provided an update on the chairs meeting.
Administrative Decisions Requiring Approval Since the Last Scheduled Committee Meeting
Request for Travel - On March 7 an e-mail was sent to committee members asking for concurrence on a request from Steve Dixon for travel to the spring EM SSAB chairs meeting in Richland, Washington (Attachment 13). Concurrence was received from all committee members on March 7.
The meeting adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
