Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Mezga reported that he will miss the July meeting. He asked that if Steve Dixon and Ted Lundy miss it as well, that Mr. Westervelt chair the meeting. (Mr. Murphree will be in Washington, D.C., that week.)
Ms. Halsey reported that the FFA workshop is still being planned and that one or two ORSSAB members will likely be invited. 
Monthly Board Meetings
June 11 Review - The committee reviewed the draft minutes (Attachment 1). Mr. Murphree reported that there was some discussion of the Integrated Facility Disposition Project volumes and whether the Environmental Management (EM) Waste Management Facility can hold them. If projections are close, the facility will need to be expanded. Ms. Halsey said that if there is interest in how the waste volume calculations are made, she’ll get someone from Pro-2-Serve in to talk to about them. 
Mr. Martin reported that several ORSSAB members met last evening with Roger Nelson, the Chief Scientist for the Waste Isolation Pilot Plant (WIPP), to discuss the proposal to ship remote-handled transuranic waste in lead-lined containers. Mr. Nelson is confident about the success of the proposal except for gaining state of New Mexico approval. Mr. Mezga asked if anyone from the board said anything about getting rid of Oak Ridge’s lead problem through this initiative, and he recommended the board look for an opportunity to comment on that. 
July 9 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 2). The presentation will be an overview of EM history and progress how Orssab has influenced the program.
The committee voted to send forward to the board for consideration for approval:

· Recommendation on Waste Information Management System (Attachment 3), and
· Recommendation on Lessons Learned on K-25 Historic Preservation Efforts (Attachment 4).
Mr. Westervelt reported that the Nominating Committee has been contacting members about filling FY 2009 offices. So far, Steve Dixon has volunteered to be considered as chair. Steve Stow will be contacting Ted Lundy about being vice chair. No one has offered yet to be considered as secretary. 

August 9 - The committee reviewed the agenda for the annual planning retreat (Attachment 5). 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Adams reported that at its June meeting the committee reviewed the FY 2008 ORSSAB cost table (Attachment 6). The committee also recommended that the following reallocations be made in the ORSSAB budget:

· $8,000 from ‘Educational Outreach’ to ‘Travel’ 


· $1,000 from ‘Support for the Stewardship Kit’ to ‘Publications’ 

· $1,000 from ‘Other’ to ‘Office Expenses’
The Executive Committee approved the changes to the budget.
EM - Mr. Murphree reported that in June the committee discussed newly generated waste accumulation but decided that since the issue fell outside the board’s EM scope that perhaps the Local Oversight Committee would pursue it. The committee will work, however, on a recommendation on the surveillance and maintenance aspects of the Integrated Facility Disposition Project. The committee deferred drafting a recommendation on the WIPP lead-lined canister issue until after the Roger Nelson meeting. The issue will be on the committee’s FY 2009 work plan. 
Public Outreach - Mr. Westervelt reported that in June the committee discussed upcoming presentations to the Community Reuse Organization of East Tennessee and the East Tennessee Economic Council. Four new organizations were selected for the committee to pursue giving presentations to. The committee mostly concentrated on developing new outreach activities for next year, in addition to continuing staples like newspaper ads and the Advocate newsletter. 
Stewardship - Mr. Martin said that in June the committee discussed the Recommendation on Lessons Learned on K-25 Historic Preservation Efforts and looked at FY 2008 accomplishments and activities. The committee’s July meeting was canceled so the risk workshop could be held that day. 
Other Business 
Expenditure Request – The committee approved a request for video taping of the July 15 risk training workshop (Attachment 7). 

New Member Orientation - Mr. Mezga asked staff to request that Steve Dixon or Ted Lundy attend since Mr. Mezga not be available.
Chairs Gifts for Rispoli & Frost - The committee discussed an initiative among the EM SSAB chairs to give retirement gifts to Jim Rispoli and Doug Frost. Ms. Halsey said that the board can legally contribute up to $25. Mr. Mezga requested that whomever chairs the July board meeting be asked to pass hat to make up the difference. 
Waste Management ’09 - Mr. Mezga said that the conference will include a session on public involvement successes, and he asked staff to see if any board members are interested in making a presentation. He said he can do it unless someone else wants to.
