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Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Murphree said he has prepared a letter to Daniel Axelrod responding to comments Mr. Axelrod made at the December board meeting. Mr. Axelrod recommended that the board have two presentations on stewardship. In response, Mr. Murphree pointed out that we have recommended that DOE endorse and support a stewardship workshop similar to the one that was held in Oak Ridge in 1999. Regarding Mr. Axelrod’s request for an explanation of the estimates for the cost of the Integrated Facilities Disposition Program over the next 30 years, Mr. Murphree said the board will request regular updates on the status of the program. Finally, Mr. Axelrod recommended that all DOE Environmental Management (EM) Site Specific Advisory Boards should propose a 40-year carbon dioxide reduction program. Mr. Murphree pointed out that such a proposal is outside the purview of the boards.
Mr. Murphree noted that staff have begun making preparations for the reappointment of a number of board members this year. One member will have to be replaced because they have hit their six-year term limit. 
Monthly Board Meetings
December 9 Meeting Follow-Up - The committee reviewed the draft meeting minutes (Attachment 1). 
January 13 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 2). Ms. Halsey said that Russ Vranicar of DOE will make the presentation. Jim Thiesing of Bechtel Jacobs will be assisting with technical details. Mr. Murphree asked that board members be given the presentation before the meeting, even if it is still in draft form. 
The committee reviewed the “Recommendation on the Preferred Alternative for the Removal of Hexavalent Chromium in Mitchell Branch at East Tennessee Technology Park” (Attachment 3). Mr. Westervelt suggested a small change to the discussion section of the recommendation. The committee agreed to the change and voted to send it forward to the board for consideration for approval. 
Mr. Osborne reported that he has not heard back from Steve McCracken about whether he can attend the meeting to receive his service award. Ms. Halsey suggested that it be mailed to him. Mr. Murphree asked staff to check with Dave Adler and then draft a transmittal letter for the award if Mr. McCracken cannot attend. 
Mr. Murphree noted that the National Park Service will hold two open houses at the DOE Information Center on January 26 to discuss their “Draft Special Resource Study/Environmental Assessment on Manhattan Project Sites.” Mr. Bonner asked if ORSSAB commented on the study previously. Ms. Halsey said Steve Stow sent in comments around a year ago.
Mr. Murphree mentioned that the “Draft Environmental Assessment for the Transfer of Land and Facilities Within the East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP) and Surrounding Areas” has been released, and he asked staff to forward it to board members. Comments on the document are due by January 29. Mr. Murphree asked staff to draft a letter for his signature requesting an extension on the comment period until February 11.
February 10 - The presentation will focus on EM budget and prioritization. Ms. Halsey said that Art Haugh will make the presentation. DOE will meet earlier that day with EPA and the state to go over the budget and prioritization, and Ms. Halsey has asked that Connie Jones and John Owsley come to the board meeting prepared to discuss their issues and concerns about the topic. 
Mr. Bonner asked if the Toxic Substances Control Act Incinerator closure is something the board or one of its committees should look into in regards to budget, decontamination and decommissioning, or otherwise. Ms. Halsey said that budget and decontamination and decommissioning information will be available during the February 10 presentation. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Juarez reported that the committee did not meet in December. The current ORSSAB cost report is included as Attachment 4. 

Environmental Management – Mr. Olson reported that at its December meeting the committee heard a presentation on Integrated Facility Disposition Program completion. DOE can’t really say much about it other than they want to concentrate on ETTP right now. Dave Adler told the committee that he would say more at the January committee meeting. 
The committee also discussed Bob Hatcher’s and Steve Stow’s review of the Dick Ketelle report on Melton Valley groundwater. They said his report does not explain sampling anomalies, so deep wells are needed to investigate the possibility of hydrofracture injection migration. Tim Myrick suggested that we ask DOE to show the board what it will take to satisfy concerns about anomalies and what will it cost. 
Mr. Murphree said there is merit to doing a cost study and estimate of the confidence that can be achieved through drilling deep wells, and he suggested the EM committee draft a recommendation that DOE prepare a conceptual plan and cost analysis. Mr. Juarez asked if the recommendation should come from the EM committee or the Executive committee. Mr. Murphree thought that since the EM committee has the technical expertise that it should generate the recommendation. It will go to the Executive Committee and then the board for approval.
Public Outreach – Ms. Owen reported that the committee met in December and reviewed the completed Stakeholder Survey, which has been renamed “Public Environmental Survey.” Quite a few surveys have been distributed, and many have been returned, providing several additions to the ORSSAB mailing list. The committee also reviewed the budget request for new museum kiosk. The committee is still working on the “Basic Process for Special ORSSAB Public Meetings” but is not finished yet. 
Mr. Osborne distributed an artist’s rendition of the kiosk (Attachment 5) and described the touch-screen monitor programs that will be incorporated into the design (Attachment 6). The Executive Committee reviewed the kiosk expenditure request (Attachment 7) and voted to approve it. 
Stewardship – Mr. Bonner reported that in December the committee discussed the National Priorities List Site Boundary Process, the second draft of the Stewardship Implementation Plan, and the committee’s FY 2011 budget request. The committee also discussed the future of the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. The kit slides have been updated recently, but corresponding lesson plans have yet to be developed. The Stewardship Education Subcommittee has not met in some time, so the Stewardship Committee is trying to determine how to go forward. 
Other Business
K-27 ARRA Funding – The committee reviewed a letter from EPA to DOE regarding Federal Facility Agreement Priorities and reassignment of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding from K‑27 to other projects (Attachment 8). The committee elected to ask John Eschenberg to address it at the January board meeting.
State Historic Preservation Officer’s Letter - The committee reviewed a letter from the State Historic Preservation Officer to DOE regarding termination of the Memorandum of Agreement for K-25 preservation (Attachment 9). The committee decided to ask Dave Adler to address it at the January board meeting.
ETTP Groundwater Treatability Study Milestone - The committee reviewed a letter from EPA to DOE regarding a potential fine from EPA for failure to submit the ETTP Groundwater Treatability Study Phase II Work Plan milestone (Attachment 10). The committee decided to ask Connie Jones to address it at the January board meeting.
FY 2011 Budget Request - The committee reviewed its draft FY 2011 budget request (Attachment 11) and made one change to the travel section. 
Action Item Status 

· Action: – Ms. Halsey will ask Ms. Jones to bring a copy of the environmental justice response letter to the December board meeting. Status: Pending – Ms. Jones has notified the board that the letter is not yet ready.
· Action: – Staff will write a letter to EPA requesting that they give a presentation at the May 2010 board meeting on the cumulative environmental impact of waste processors in and around the Oak Ridge Reservation. Status: Pending – The letter has been written, but Ms. Halsey needs to clarify some points with Ms. Jones before the letter is sent. 

· Action: – In planning the 2010 retreat, the retreat planning committee will consider Mr. Murphree’s suggestion to ask members to commit to committee membership and assign issue managers. Status: Open – Retreat planning will not begin until late January.
· Action: – Ms. Halsey will provide Mr. Coffman with information about DOE grants and discuss the Mike Kupinski Foundation presentation with the Stewardship Committee. Status: Closed – Mr. Coffman will be contacted by staff to attend a future Stewardship meeting. Ms. Halsey will invite the contract specialist responsible for the EM grant that would most relate to this activity.
· Action: – The EM committee will go through the Abbreviated Quarterly Project Review for presentation topics. Status: Closed – Mr. Olson said he went through the review and noted two things that might be of interest: (1) Tank W1-A at Oak Ridge National Laboratory – EPA wants the tank removed, which would be a huge expense. Mr. Olson recommended that the EM committee stay informed on the status. (2) The Molten Salt Reactor Experiment – The project has ground to a halt in dispute on how to get it done. Mr. Murphree suggested that staff ask Dave Adler to provide an update at the January board meeting.
