Board Officer/DOE Comments
Ms. Halsey thanked members who helped out staffing the ORSSAB booth at the Secret City Festival last weekend. She also informed the committee that for personal reasons Darrell Akins has decided not to seek reappointment. His term ends June 30. 
Monthly Board Meetings
June 9 - The committee discussed the June 9 presentation, which was the “Draft Request for Proposals to D&D the Major Facilities at East Tennessee Technology Park.” No substantive comments on the presentation were made.
July 14 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). Ms. Halsey said that staff checked with Lorene Sigal, who will be giving the meeting presentation, and she is still planning to be at the meeting. 
The committee discussed a change in agenda made last month to put ‘Motions & Recommendations’ before the break to help make sure there was a quorum for discussion of recommendations. The committee agreed to leave the agenda that way until fall and then revisit the issue. 
Ms. Halsey discussed the focus of committee reports made at the monthly board meetings. She thinks it might be more beneficial for committee chairs to report on what their committees will be studying next month and why that topic is important rather than focusing on what went on in the last committee meeting. 
Executive Committee members generally agreed. Mr. Juarez suggested that chairs be asked to do so and that an email be sent to committee chairs about the idea. Ms. Halsey said she would write the email. Mr. Dixon cautioned that since committee meetings will be focused on work plan issues in advance of and after the retreat, it would be best to kick off the idea after the new board year begins in October. 
The committee reviewed three draft recommendations and agreed they should go forward to the board for consideration for approval:

· Recommendation on the Draft RFP to D&D the Major Facilities at ETTP (Attachment 2)

· Comments on the Draft 2010 Remediation Effectiveness Report (Attachment 3) 
· Recommendations for Agenda Topics at the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference in Grand Junction (Attachment 4) 
Ms. Halsey mentioned that the Hanford Advisory Board’s Vice Chair, Bob Suyama, will be taking part in the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference roundtable. DOE-Headquarters has asked that the other boards feed him information and perspectives so that his participation in the roundtable becomes broader than just Hanford’s issues. 
Mr. Bonner noted that an important part of ORSSAB’s interest in the workshop, however, is not to feed things to one person but to engender discussion among the SSAB chairs. 
The committee reviewed the proposed amendment to the ORSSAB Operating Instructions to incorporate the “Procedure for Specially Called Public Meetings” (Attachment 5). The committee agreed it should go forward to the board for a first reading. 
August 21 Retreat - The committee approved the retreat agenda (Attachment 6) with no changes. Mr. Bonner asked if DOE could furnish the agreed-upon list of priorities from the three parties to the Federal Facility Agreement. Ms. Halsey said that the parties will all be at the retreat, so those priorities will be in the topics they suggest for the ORSSAB work plan and in their discussions at the retreat. Ms. Halsey added that the Environmental Management Committee will be very busy next year because of the “buy back” projects that will be beginning, so the board may want to consider realigning its committee structure. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Dixon reported that at its June meeting the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 7). Some funds were reallocated to cover shortfalls in specific cost categories. The committee learned from Ms. Halsey that the FY 2011 ORSSAB budget allocation will likely be $420K. The committee concurred on travel requests for Bob Olson and John Coffman. 
EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its June meeting the committee heard updates on the Corehole 8 project and early Bethel Valley groundwater work, as well as the groundwater study at East Tennessee Technology Park. In July the committee will get an update on the Building 3019 project and review its FY 2010 accomplishments.
Public Outreach – Mr. Westervelt reported that the committee met by teleconference in June. Mr. Osborne mentioned that Darrell Akins’ company is working with the Public Outreach Committee to distribute the ORSSAB Public Environmental Survey via a “survey monkey” web tool. Mr. Akins says that DOE Public Affairs Office has offered to let ORSSAB distribute the survey via the office’s email list, which is extensive. The survey will need to be distributed by Public Affairs, however, so they can retain control of their email list.
Stewardship – Mr. Bonner reported that in June the committee heard updates on the DOE GIS, redefining the National Priorities List boundaries for the Oak Ridge Reservation, and changes to Appendix B of the Federal Facility Agreement. In July the committee will review its FY 2010 accomplishments and revisit the future of the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. 
Other Business
New Member Orientation - The committee discussed the orientation agenda for new member Leon Shields (Attachment 8). 
Travel Requests - The committee approved requests for travel to the fall EM SSAB chairs meeting from Mr. Olson, Mr. Dixon, and Mr. Juarez, and a request for travel to the RadWaste Summit from John Coffman (Attachments 9 and 10). (Mr. Juarez was absent for the vote.) Mr. Dixon noted that staff has been asked to see if a reduced registration fee for the RadWaste forum can be secured. 
Waste Management Conference - The committee discussed a call for papers for the 2011 Waste Management Conference (Attachment 11). Mr. Osborne said he would distribute the call for papers to all board members.
