Board Officer/DOE Comments
None. 
Monthly Board Meetings
May 11 Presentation Issues - The committee discussed the presentation, which was on groundwater contamination management strategies on the Oak Ridge Reservation. Mr. Olson said the Environmental Management (EM) committee discussed the presentation but did not think a recommendation was warranted. 
June 8 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). The presentation will be on the Remediation Effectiveness Report/CERCLA 5-Year Review. Mr. Westervelt wondered if the meeting was going to run long given the presentation and consideration of five recommendations. Mr. Murphree said he’d prefer to march though the agenda and drop something off if necessary. Mr. Juarez suggested that if there’s a quorum at the meeting, do the high-priority items first, which means moving the recommendations before the presentation. Mr. Murphree agreed, saying that the agenda could be arranged on June 8 if there’s a quorum. The committee concurred. Staff was asked to inform the presenter of this potential change. 
Mr. Olson mentioned that there have been some news stories recently regarding a report from the Defense Nuclear Facilities Safety Board that DOE plans to halt the Central Characterization Project’s work at the Transuranic Waste Processing Center during FYs 2012 and 2013 due to budget shortages. He asked Mr. Adler if someone could address it at the June 8 meeting.
July 13 - The committee reviewed a list of potential topics for the meeting presentation (Attachment 2). Mr. Osborne noted that training for new members was supposed to occur at the July meeting, but if the members are not appointed by then, a back-up presentation should be in place. He said that Pat Halsey suggested the new EM contractor, URS/CH2M Oak Ridge (UCOR), be asked to talk to the board. The committee concurred with the idea. Mr. Adler said he will ask them, although there may be some sensitivities about what they can say before they actually take over work from Bechtel Jacobs. He suggested as a back-up presentation an update on DOE’s watershed mercury strategy at the Y-12 plant. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Dixon reported that the committee’s May meeting was canceled. 
EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its May meeting the committee heard a presentation on assessment and remediation of groundwater.
Public Outreach - Ms. Jones reported that in May the committee discussed the six‑month planning calendar, the Secret City booth, the July Advocate newsletter plan, rescheduling its meeting with the Oak Ridge city manager, and the Bechtel Jacobs Manhattan Communicator newsletter. Ms. Jones said that David Martin suggested inviting the Roane County mayor to the retreat breakfast. Maggie Owen will talk to Pat Halsey about it during the next retreat planning call.
Stewardship - Mr. Bonner reported that at its May meeting the committee heard a presentation on the 2010 Remediation Effectiveness Report. In June the topic will be the long-term stewardship verification process. 
Other Business
New Member Training - Mr. Gross presented a draft PowerPoint presentation of the new member training overview he’s developing. He explained that the training is intended to allow new members to follow the natural progression of what the board does and how it works. A copy of the draft presentation will be emailed to Executive Committee members when he’s finished with it.
Mr. Juarez said he liked the presentation flow, but he would suggest addressing the EM budget process much earlier. 

Mr. Murphree suggested incorporating discussion of the Federal Advisory Committee Act and the other SSABs into the discussion of what ORSSAB is and does; then he would address the ORSSAB committees, then the budget, then how the budget feeds into EM projects.

Mr. Westervelt said some mention of what the EM program is should be the very first thing so that members understand the difference between EM and other DOE programs in Oak Ridge, such as Science and Y-12. 

Replacement of Committee Officers Leaving the Board June 30 - The committee reviewed an ORSSAB committee organizational chart showing how the six members leaving the board June 30 will affect committee leadership (Attachment 3). 

Mr. Dixon said he assumes that the committee vice chairs will step into the vacated chairs’ positions at the end of June. Mr. Westervelt asked how the vice chairs will be notified of this expectation. Mr. Bonner wondered if the ORSSAB Bylaws automatically elevate the vice chairs to the chairs’ positions. 
Mr. Olson said he spoke to Pat Halsey about this, and she said the committees can do anything they want, including holding an election for the vacated chair’s seat.

Mr. Osborne said staff would put discussion of vacated chairs’ positions on the appropriate committees’ agendas in June.

Ms. Halsey recommends another meeting/phone call with Bill McMillan would be appropriate prior to scheduling a call with HQ to discuss the issue. Matters are changing with the WIPP CCP contractor because of funding and HQ prioritization that needs to be discussed prior to this call.
