Board Officer/DOE Comments
Mr. Murphree reported that the chairs meeting in Las Vegas last week generated little new information. Shirley Olinger, who is EM Associate Principal Deputy for Corporate Operations, stood in for Inès Triay. No changes were indicated in prioritization: tank waste is still king, and D&D is still at the bottom. Footprint reduction is a big goal for Headquarters, but some of the chairs at the meeting expressed concern that there is too much emphasis on it. There may not be a fall chairs meeting since if it were to be held, it would be in October, which is just four months from now. There may be a virtual meeting with Triay sometime this fall, however.
An interesting presentation was given on the ASCEM (Advanced Simulation Capability for EM) program. One of the ASCEM field investigations concerns mercury contamination at Y-12, where a cone penetrometer is being used to detect mercury at depth, even to 20 feet or more. 
Three recommendations were approved at the meeting, and these must now be ratified by the members of the local SSABs before they can be transmitted to DOE-Headquarters. 
In other news, Mr. Murphree reported that he had been invited to breakfast Friday morning with Leo Sain, the head of the new EM contractor, UCOR.

Ms. Halsey reported on three topics:

· An Environment Program Council meeting was held recently. The only agreement was to remove Building 2026 demolition from the Federal Facility Agreement schedule. The two outstanding disputes and out-year milestones disagreements were not resolved. 
· Reorganization of the DOE-Oak Ridge Office is moving forward with support from Headquarters. 
· Responsibility for the PBS that covers grants and SSAB funding will move to Headquarters next year. Ms. Halsey has no information at this time about the impacts of the change. 

Monthly Board Meetings
June Presentation Issues - The committee discussed the presentation, which was on the Remediation Effectiveness Report. 
July 13 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). The presentation will be an overview of ORSSAB and its role in the DOE EM program. 
Mr. Murphree requested that Mr. Eschenberg be asked to address the reorganization of the Oak Ridge EM program during his discussion of the Oak Ridge Office reorganization.

Mr. Osborne said he will contact Ed Juarez about the process for the election of a replacement ORSSAB Vice Chair and committee chairs for Board Finance & Process, EM, and Stewardship committees. 
Ms. Halsey recommended that the board change its bylaws to allow the standing committees to elect replacement officers as necessary during the year. As currently written, the bylaws require that replacement officers be elected during board meetings by the entire membership. Mr. Osborne said he would put it on the Executive Committee’s work plan for action. 
The committee reviewed the “Recommendation on the Uranium-233 Project Re-Examination” (Attachment 2) and discussed a suggested change to the third bullet of the recommendation, amending it to read: “The Board recommends that $25M or more funding be provided annually for the U-233 Project to completion, in addition to the Oak Ridge Environmental Management base funding allocation which should be set at the $550M level to assure that the environmental clean-up activities at Oak Ridge will no longer be disrupted.” 
The committee generally agreed with the change, but Mr. Murphree recommended replacing the phrase “$25M or more funding” with “supplemental funding”. 
Mr. Olson pointed out that the Executive Committee should not change a recommendation, only determine whether it should be put on the board meeting agenda. He asked that the recommendation go forward to the board for consideration for approval as written and that the proposed changes be presented at the board meeting. The committee concurred. Mr. Murphree said he will present the suggested change at the meeting.
August 20 Annual Planning Meeting - The committee reviewed the agenda (Attachment 3) and made no changes. Mr. Osborne reported on planning activities:
· The planning committee held a call with Lori Isenberg on June 6 to go over the agenda, the member survey, and logistics. Ms. Isenberg will be surveying current members and those who just rolled off the board.

· There will be a group discussion during the Friday night dinner that will focus on member experiences and expectations.

· Staff met with Whitestone staff on June 20 to go over room layout, dinner location, and other logistics.

· The planning committee will start working on menus and will have another call with Ms. Isenberg July 7.
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Ms. Halsey said that costs were running under budget (Attachment 4), so we should be in good shape for the remainder of the fiscal year. The FY 2010 carryover of $30K has been added to the current budget. Ms. Halsey said she has submitted the EM committee’s request for technical assistance to the board’s support contractor so the search for an advisor can begin. She did not discuss the funding level with the contractor though. Mr. Murphree said that there is sufficient funding and a line item for advisor services in the budget, so for expediency sake she should move forward.
EM - Mr. Olson reported that at its June meeting the committee heard an update on the TRU Waste Processing Center. The committee also heard a briefing from Bob Alexander of TDEC regarding the draft NPDES permit for Y‑12. TDEC is very interested in the board’s input on the mercury section and is willing to extend the comment period so that the board has 90 days to comment. Mr. Olson said he sent the web link for the permit to board members and offered to collate any comments received. He urged Mr. Murphree to email members as well. Mr. Bonner asked that someone talk in depth about the permit at the July board meeting.
Public Outreach - Ms. Jones reported that during its June teleconference the committee discussed the six‑month planning calendar, the Secret City booth, the Public Environmental Survey, and the meeting with the Oak Ridge city manager.
Ms. Jones said that David Martin suggested inviting the TDEC deputy commissioner to a board meeting. He also suggested that the Public Outreach Committee take the lead on helping DOE set up a public meeting on the risk-prioritization study being performed by the Consortium for Risk Evaluation with Stakeholder Participation (CRESP). The Executive Committee concurred with the idea. Mr. Murphree suggested putting it on the work plan for October. 
Stewardship - Mr. Bonner reported that at its June meeting the committee discussed the long-term stewardship verification process. There will likely be a recommendation on it. In July there will be a presentation on the CERCLA five-year review, generation of FY 2011 committee accomplishments, and a review a draft recommendation on automating the stewardship verification process.

Staff will assist Mr. Murphree in putting together a recommendation on streamlining the waste characterization process. Pending. Ms. Halsey recommends another meeting/phone call with Bill McMillan would be appropriate prior to scheduling a call with HQ to discuss the issue. Matters are changing with the WIPP CCP contractor because of funding and HQ prioritization that needs to be discussed prior to this call.
