Monthly Board Meetings
November 9 Presentation Issues - The committee discussed the presentation given by Laura Wilkerson on the Oak Ridge National Laboratory Hot Cells Project. No additional issues were raised. 

FY 2012 Presentation Topics - Mr. Adler said he has not yet developed the suggested list of presentation topics for the rest of FY 2012. The January presentation will most likely be the Consortium for Risk Evaluation with Stakeholder Participation (CRESP) risk-assessment study. Training on the Federal Advisory Committee Act is tentatively scheduled for February. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process – Mr. Paulus reported that at its meeting earlier this evening the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 1). The committee also concurred with the travel requests for the Waste Management Symposium (Attachment 2), but Mr. Paulus thought the Executive Committee should consider the requests closely and perhaps ask attendees what they intend to get from the trip. Ms. Owen asked Mr. Adler what role the ORSSAB members would play at the meeting. Mr. Adler said that Pat Halsey and the board’s EM committee will work that out. 
Ms. Owen said she thought it was important for new members to attend the conference, and since the total cost for all attendees was over $13,000, she asked that she be removed from request. The committee then approved the remaining requests from David Hemelright, Howard Holmes, Scott McKinney, and Ron Murphree. Staff was asked to email the members requesting an explanation of what they intend to get out the trip.
Mr. Paulus continued his report by noting that the committee will move its December meeting to January 3. He also asked that committee chairs begin the process of developing their FY 2013 budget requests, and as they do so, prioritize them so cuts can be made appropriately if necessary. 

Lastly, Mr. Paulus said the committee concurred with an expenditure request for monthly meeting ads in the Clinton Courier (Attachment 3), but it recommended only running the ads in the paper for three months to see what response is received. The Executive Committee concurred.

EM - Mr. Hatcher reported that at its November meeting the committee heard a presentation on mercury abatement at Y-12 National Security Complex and the related permit process. The committee also reviewed a white paper by Steve Stow on the complexity of the Oak Ridge Reservation in regard to its cleanup challenges.
Public Outreach - Ms. Jones reported that the committee held a teleconference in November and discussed the six‑month planning calendar, annual report comments, and the January Advocate editorial plan and schedule. David Martin will write the next newspaper editorial, and Howard Holmes will do the one after that. The committee elected not to meet or hold a teleconference in December. 
Stewardship - No report.
Other Business
Historic Preservation - Mr. Adler reported on the November 17 meeting held to discuss DOE’s Preferred Mitigation Plan for Site Interpretation of East Tennessee Technology Park and Draft Memorandum of Understanding on Historic Preservation. He said that DOE is no longer proposing to save any portion of the K‑25 building North Tower and instead recommends using some existing space in the East Tennessee Technology Park fire hall as a K-25 history center. 
He said the meeting ended with general consensus that preservation of the North Tower is impractical and that the new DOE proposal is generally a good one, although applying some preservation funds toward the Alexander Inn may not be acceptable to everyone. DOE will now consult with the state and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation to come up with a binding agreement on how to proceed. 
Ms. Owen asked what happens if the three parties cannot come to agreement. Mr. Adler said that DOE would encounter massive inefficiencies in its K-25 demolition activities because work would essentially have to stop. 

Request from Joe Carson - The committee discussed a request from Joe Carson for ORSSAB support for his safety concerns, which were presented to the board at its November 9 meeting (Attachment 4). Ms. Owen said the attachment did not give her a good understanding of Mr. Carson’s concerns. Mr. Adler explained that Mr. Carson feels DOE does not ensure a safe work place or respond to concerns about safety to the extent it should. Mr. Osborne said that Mr. Carson’s request at the November 9 meeting was for one or two board members to sit down with him to learn about his concerns. Mr. Hatcher added that when Mr. Carson made the request, Ed Juarez, who was chairing the meeting, told Mr. Carson that his concerns were outside the board’s scope. Ms. Owen recommended that the board take no action. The Executive Committee concurred. 
December Executive Committee Meeting - Mr. Paulus suggested that since the Board Finance & Process Committee is moving its December meeting to January 3 that the Executive Committee do the same. The committee agreed.
Membership - Ms. Owen asked Mr. Adler for an update on ORSSAB membership issues. Mr. Adler said that a membership packet had been sent to Headquarters requesting appointment of three new members. That will leave the board with two open vacancies left by the November resignations of George Roberts and Jake Martin. 

EM Budget & Prioritization Committee - Mr. Paulus asked when the committee will begin work. Mr. Adler said it typically begins in January and continues work until April.
