Monthly Board Meetings
May 9 Review - The committee discussed the presentation on the Federal Advisory Committee Act and agreed there were no issues resulting from the presentation to be addressed. 
June 13 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). The presentation will be an overview of the Y-12 cleanup status. Ms. Owen asked if committee members had any issues they would like for the presenter to discuss. 
July 11 - The presentation will focus on the Oak Ridge National Laboratory cleanup status. 

Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - Mr. Valunas reported that at its meeting earlier this evening, the committee reviewed the current ORSSAB cost report (Attachment 2). 
Mr. Valunas discussed a request from the Environmental Management (EM) Committee for technical advisor funds to help the committee understand the fractured rock hydrologic environment in Melton Valley.  Mr. Martin noted that the current $30K budget for this task may not be sufficient, although he does not think it necessary to request additional funding at this time. 
Mr. Hemelright reported that the annual meeting planning committee held a teleconference on May 14 and agreed to contract with Jenny Freeman to provide facilitation. The committee discussed the Friday night informal dinner and suggested discussion topics for it, such as:

· Having outgoing members talk about their experiences on the board

· Having committee chairs talk about their committees and why they would be of interest for members
· Having a discussion about how to retain members
EM - Mr. Martin reported that at its May meeting the committee heard a presentation on the  proposed plan for Zone 1 at the East Tennessee Technology Park.

Public Outreach - Mr. Hemelright reported that the committee held its teleconference on May 22. Staffing for the Secret City booth is falling below expectations, with only  two members signed up for Friday and three for Saturday. Ms. Owen recommended staffing the booth on Saturday only since there are so few members available. 

Mr. Hemelright said that production on the 30- and 60-second ORSSAB promotional videos is complete, and they will be distributed to local television stations for them to air as public service announcements next week.  

The committee would like for Mr. Stow to give a presentation at one of the committee’s meetings soon so that members can see how it’s presented before attempting to do it themselves. The committee also reviewed a revision to the board’s brochure to include a statement about how members of the public can participate on the board through its committees.
Mr. Stow remarked that meeting with county mayors and newspaper editors in the area was a valuable activity when he was a member of the Public Outreach Committee. The committee found the best way to interact with the mayors and editors was on a informal meeting basis, he said, rather than through a presentation. 
Stewardship - Mr. Stow reported that at its May meeting the committee heard a presentation on the Remediation Effectiveness Report. The committee thought the report would be a good subject for the entire board to hear about. It could be combined with the DOE Graphical Information System presentation suggested during last month’s Executive Committee meeting, along with the information on long-term stewardship and land use management presented by Jason Darby at this year’s Waste Management Symposium in Phoenix.

In other business, Corkie Staley was elected committee chair for the remainder of the fiscal year, and Fay Martin was elected vice chair.
Other Business
Member Participation - Ms. Owen asked if there is still interest in merging the Stewardship Committee with the EM Committee. Mr. Adler said that he has broached the topic occasionally, but if Stewardship is functioning sufficiently, he’s fine with it remaining a separate committee. Mr. Stow mentioned that all the committees’ membership levels seem to fluctuate over time. At one point there was no Public Outreach Committee because of a lack of interest in it, but now it’s a very well-staffed committee.

Mr. Adler asked staff to find out what the committee structure is at the other SSABs.

Mr. Hemelright asked if the Executive Committee wanted to take some action on boosting attendance at committee meetings or defer the issue to the annual meeting. The consensus was to address it at the annual meeting.
Waste Management Symposium - The committee discussed a solicitation by Headquarters for volunteers to present community perspectives on the EM SSAB for a session at the 2013 Waste Management Symposium, February 24–28, 2013, at the Phoenix Convention Center (Attachment 3). Mr. Hemelright said that he and Mr. McKinney intend to participate. There were no other volunteers. 

Historic Preservation Questionnaire - Ms. Owen distributed a questionnaire that was handed out by the Tennessee State Historic Preservation Office during the May 17 historic preservation meeting (Attachment 4). Mr. Adler said that DOE has completed the survey, and he will supply a copy of it to the board. The city is completing one as well. There is also an effort to submit one for all the local consulting parties. 
Mr. Valunas asked why the State Historic Preservation Office distributed the survey. Mr. Adler was unsure. Mr. Stow suggested the SSAB ignore it or at the most sign on to the consensus survey. Mr. Martin agreed, although he suggested signing on to DOE’s. Time restraints make it almost impossible for the board by itself to formally reply to the survey.
After further discussion, the committee agreed not to respond to the survey.
Presentation Suggestions - Ms. Owen said she thought some members of the board were rude to Susan Gawarecki during Ms. Gawarecki’s presentation of the mercury recommendation at the May board meeting. It’s important to encourage members of the public to participate, she said, and ill treatment hinders that. 
Ms. Owen suggested a board presentation on the hazards of mercury as they exist on our EM footprint. It was clear during the last board meeting that there are a wide range of opinions on the risks associated with mercury, she said. Since it is such an important topic, she feels it would benefit members to learn more. Mr. Adler suggested the board ask the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry or some other independent agency to give the presentation. Or the presentation could include several presenters, he said: a representative from the state, someone from Oak Ridge National Laboratory, and others. Mr. Adler offered to come up with a plan to structure the presentation.
