Board Officer/DOE Comments
 None.
Monthly Board Meetings
June 13 Review - The committee discussed the presentation on the Y-12 cleanup status and agreed there were no issues resulting from the presentation to be addressed. 
The committee discussed the open action item from the meeting: “The data quality objective process will be considered by the Executive Committee as a board presentation topic.” Ms. Owen thought it would be a good subject for the board to hear about, and she recommended putting it on the list of potential meeting presentations. 
July 11 - The committee reviewed the draft meeting agenda (Attachment 1). The presentation will be “Public Health Activities at the DOE Oak Ridge Reservation – An Evaluation of Y-12 Mercury Releases,” by Jack Hanley of the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry. Ms. Owen asked if committee members had any issues they would like for the presenter to discuss. There were none. 
August 18 - Mr. Osborne discussed the status of planning and logistics for the annual meeting. He said plans are moving along nicely now that Jenny Freeman has been brought on as facilitator. The agenda is basically done, so the main discussion now among planning committee members is on the structure of the Friday night working dinner. Staff will be addressing travel next, which must be in place by July 20 since Ms. Noe has to approve the travel, and she will be on vacation for two weeks after that. 
Presentation Topic - Mr. Stow discussed a suggestion from the Stewardship Committee for a board presentation on the stewardship Land Use Manager process. The Land Use Manager was developed as way to automate the stewardship verification process for the Remediation Effectiveness Reports and the Five-Year Reviews. He said the Land Use Manager process could be incorporated into a presentation the Stewardship Committee proposed on stewardship in general and the DOE GIS. Mr. Stow said a team of presenters, each specializing in their particular area, could do the combined presentation. The Executive Committee agreed with the idea. 
Committee Reports
Board Finance & Process - No report. The ORSSAB monthly costs report was distributed at the meeting  as Attachment 2.
EM - Mr. Hatcher reported that at its June meeting the committee heard a presentation on legacy materials in the central campus of Oak Ridge National Laboratory. In August the committee will focus on the Bear Creek Burial Grounds remediation alternatives and review its FY 2012 committee accomplishments in preparation for the annual meeting.
Public Outreach - Mr. Osborne reported that the committee held an in-person meeting on June 26. Mr. Stow came to the meeting to go through the ORSSAB outreach presentation to explain how it has evolved over the years and why the information on each page is important to the structure of the presentation. Mr. Osborne noted that the other main agenda topics from the Public Outreach meeting are on this evening’s Executive Committee agenda for discussion under “Other Business.”
Stewardship - Mr. Stow reported that at its June meeting the committee discussed DOE’s progress in automating the stewardship verification process. The committee also discussed the Remediation Effectiveness Report and the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. The committee decided not to pursue updating the kit, which has become out of date.
Other Business
Vice Chair’s Office - The committee discussed the process for filling the vacant Vice Chair’s office. Mr. Osborne explained that a board officer vacancy (Chair, Vice Chair, or Secretary) that comes into existence is announced at a regularly scheduled board meeting. An election is then held at the next meeting. So replacing Ed Juarez as Vice Chair cannot possibly happen before August 18, and then the replacement will only be in office for one month. Ms. Owen recommended the board not pursue filling the position. The other Executive Committee members concurred. 
FY 2013 Officers - Mr. Osborne reviewed the process for election of FY 2013 officers:
· July 1- Staff send board members an email asking that they begin thinking about serving on the Nominating Committee.

· July 11 - The Nominating Committee is elected at the July board meeting. 

· July 12 - Staff email the Nominating Committee their list of duties and schedule.

· August 18 - The Nominating Committee presents a slate of candidates at the annual meeting.

· September 12 - New officers are elected at the board meeting and take office when the meeting ends.

COROH Representative - The committee discussed replacing Mr. Stow as the board’s representative on the Center for Oak Ridge Oral History (COROH). Mr. Stow said it’s not mandatory that ORSSAB have a representative, so the board might not want to name a replacement. Mr. Hatcher asked if having a representative was of value in respect to the information exchange that takes place between the board and COROH. Mr. Stow said it was not necessary, and COROH seems to be working fine without specific ORSSAB involvement. 
Ms. Owen suggested that staff poll board members for a volunteer. If no one responds, the position will not be filled. Mr. Hatcher suggested the topic also be added to the July 11 monthly meeting agenda. 
New Member Orientation - Mr. Osborne explained the changes he made recently to the new member orientation agenda (Attachment 3) and asked who the Executive Committee wanted to lead the orientation now that Mr. Stow is leaving the board. Ms. Owen asked staff to email board members about it. 
New Member Training - The committee reviewed the new member training meeting agenda from 2007 (Attachment 4), which is the last year in which a separate 2-hour training meeting was held. Mr. Osborne reminded the committee that last year Dave Adler gave a 45-minute training presentation for new members at the September board meeting. 

Mr. Osborne said that Mr. Adler and Ms. Noe were planning an August 8 training meeting for the seven new members coming on board in July, and he asked if the Executive Committee wanted to pursue an agenda more like the more intensive 2-hour meeting or just have Mr. Adler give the presentation he did last September. The committee elected to pursue the more intensive agenda.
Funding Request for the Public Environmental Survey - Mr. Osborne explained that the board’s former Federal Coordinator zeroed out funding for paper copies of the Public Environmental Survey back in September 2011 as a way to help bring the budget in line with the Environmental Management Program’s reduced funding profile. The Public Outreach Committee discussed the issue at its June 26 meeting and asked Mr. Osborne to request reinstatement of the funding through the Executive Committee. 

The Public Outreach Committee discussed the need to continue and strengthen electronic distribution of the survey, he said, but committee members felt strongly that the funds should be reinstated so at least some copies can be made to hand out at the museum and at various outreach presentations and special events. The committee would also like to do a random sample mailing but discontinue sending the survey to the approximately 550 people on board’s mailing list.
Ms. Owen asked how many copies of the survey were returned each year. Mr. Osborne said about 70 to 80 are returned each year. The survey is also widely advertised as being available on the board’s website and through a “Survey Monkey” web link.

Executive Committee members questioned the value of the expense for that number of returns and generally agreed that just using electronic media for the survey was the way to go. Mr. Hatcher suggested that the people on board’s mailing list be notified of the survey’s availability on the Internet. Mr. Osborne said the board could send out a smaller size post card to its mailing list and the random sample asking recipients to fill in the survey via the Internet. Such a card could also be used at outreach events instead of the current two-way mailer. Mr. Hatcher moved to approve funds for this type of mailing. Ms. Owen seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously. 
Outreach on Channel 10’s “Live at Five at Four” - Mr. Osborne reported that during the June Public Outreach Committee, Scott McKinney said he spoke with one of the Channel 10 reporters, Hillary Lake, to see if he could get some exposure for the board on Channel 10’s “Live at Five at Four” program. Ms. Lake was very receptive to the idea, so much so, in fact, that Mr. McKinney “put the brakes” on the conversation until he could discuss the path forward with the Public Outreach Committee. The committee asked Mr. Osborne to relay this to the Executive Committee and get input.

Executive Committee members were supportive of the idea, although Mr. Hatcher noted that it’s common to get everything set up, and then it gets put off by the show’s producers. He also wondered if it would be a pre‑recorded segment on the show or a live broadcast. 
Mr. Stow wondered if DOE has to “bless” the presentation. Ms. Noe said that if the Public Outreach Committee’s DOE liaison is OK with it, then it’s fine to pursue it. Mr. Osborne said that the liaison, Ben Williams, was supportive but cautioned the Public Outreach Committee to be certain of what its message is.

Ms. Owen recommended that the Public Outreach Committee be asked to gather more information on the issue before a decision is made.
Student Representative - Mr. Osborne reported that the new student representative from Oak Ridge High School has missed two board meetings in a row as well as the tour without notifying staff either beforehand or afterward. Mr. Osborne said he spoke with the student this morning and was assured that he would be at the July 11 meeting. Mr. Osborne recommended that if the student misses this meeting that a replacement be found. The committee agreed.
