Steve Stow Report on establishment of the Oral History Steering Committee
Mr. Stow reported that the Oral History Steering Committee has been formed and has met twice, in January and February. It is scheduled to meet again on April 1 at the Oak Ridge Public Library. The steering committee members include:

The committee will also include two members of the public. Marilyn Reafsnyder is one and the other is yet to be determined. Invitations were extended to Mike Bundy and Ruby Miller, but both declined. Rose Weaver was suggested at the last steering committee meeting and also by Ms. Miller, but she has not been contacted yet. 

Mr. Stow said the steering committee has determined that the Oak Ridge Public Library will be the manager of the Oral History Program. The committee has also discussed funding, permanent repository for materials, formats of materials, releases from interviewees, facilities for conducting interviews, funding, developing a mission statement, and potential interviewees. Mr. L. Gibson said that some previously recorded interviews may never be declassified. He said it was important that those interviews be retained.
Regarding funding, the steering committee asked if the Oak Ridge Site Specific Advisory Board  (ORSSAB) could provide $7,000 in startup funds. Pat Halsey made the request on behalf of the steering committee to the Board Finance and Process Committee, which agreed, and the Executive Committee approved the expenditure. Ms. Halsey will determine how to transfer the funds to the library. 

Mr. Stow also reported that Ms. Halsey and Ms. McNeilly will meet to refine a budget that Ms. McNeilly presented to the steering committee at its February meeting. Mr. Mulvenon said it was important that development of the budget also include provisions for funding in subsequent years. When the budget is prepared, it will be presented to Steve McCracken, DOE-Oak Ridge Assistant Manager for Environmental Management. Mr. Stow said Mr. McCracken could possibly approach other Oak Ridge divisions for additional funding. 

Draft Recommendation to DOE to Support Oak Ridge Oral History Program
The subcommittee reviewed a draft recommendation asking DOE-Oak Ridge to support the Oak Ridge Oral History Program (Attachment 1). The committee made some minor revisions to the wording (Attachment 2). The recommendation will be sent to the ORSSAB Executive Committee for review and will be put before the full board for a vote at the April meeting.

With approval of the draft recommendation, the subcommittee’s task was complete and voted to dissolve.
Mr. Stow thanked everyone for their participation.
