Discussion
Committee Meeting Format - Mr. Stow suggested that since gas prices have gotten so high and most committee members live in Knoxville that as many committee meetings as possible be held as conference calls. Mr. Bass and Mr. Westervelt agreed.
Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne reported that he contacted Dave Mosby of the Black Elected and Appointed Officials Alliance, but Mr. Mosby said he has been unable to talk to the alliance members yet. He asked Mr. Osborne to call him back around July 15.
Mr. Bass said he would contact the Roane County Emergency Planning Committee about setting up a presentation since he has interaction with them through his work with the Red Cross.
The committee reviewed the library list of organizations (Attachment 2) and selected three more organizations for potential presentations: Altrusa International of Oak Ridge, the East Tennessee Chapter of the Health Physics Society, and Save Our Cumberland Mountains.
Retreat Preparation - The committee discussed last year’s list of accomplishments and carryover activities  (Attachment 3) and agreed that routine projects (e.g., newspaper advertising, the annual report, and the Advocate newsletter) would be continued again next year. In FY 2009, however, the committee thought it might be worthwhile to consider some new ways to augment the board’s outreach program, such as inviting the editor of the Oak Ridger or one of his reporters to join the committee. An effort might also be made to reach out to Frank Munger at the Knoxville News-Sentinel. Mr. Bass thought the committee might pick up some ideas from the other SSABs, and he asked that their newsletters be distributed to Public Outreach Committee members.
Conference Presentation Opportunities - Mr. Osborne said that information about two upcoming conference presentation opportunities will be released shortly to members. The first opportunity is at the EM SSAB chairs meeting, September 16–17 in Washington, D.C. Details have not been worked out yet, but the plan is for one or two of the SSABs to make a presentation on their outreach successes. The second opportunity is at the Waste Management ’09 conference, March 1–5 in Phoenix. Lance Mezga is co-chairing a session on public involvement and the SSABs, so he will likely ask that an ORSSAB member make a presentation.
