Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar – The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Osborne reported that the newspaper piece on Darryl Bonner has not gone out yet, as Mr. Bonner has been slow in approving it. Likewise, Steve Stow’s editorial is still awaiting Pat Halsey’s approval. All plans are set for the upcoming meeting with Frank Munger of the Knoxville News Sentinel and for the presentation to the League of Women Voters.
Mr. Osborne noted that he received an email from the Secret City organizers. The event will be held June 17–18 this year. He will also add the Earth Day events in Knoxville and Oak Ridge to the calendar.

Ms. Owen said she has not seen her bio piece that was submitted for Bechtel Jacobs’ “BJC Notes” in December. Mr. Osborne said he would follow up on it.

Ms. Owen asked when the new ORSSAB group photo will be posted to the website. Mr. Osborne said he has been working with Spencer Gross on it, and he will try to make sure it’s done this week.
Educational Outreach at AMSE/ORAU - Mr. Osborne reported that he checked with Steve Stow to see if there has been any movement in this topic. (The committee first discussed educational outreach at the American Museum of Science and Energy in October 2009. Mr. Stow recommended at that time, however, that it might be best to wait on any action until management of the museum is transferred to Oak Ridge Associated Universities.) 
Mr. Osborne said that when he spoke to Mr. Stow about the issue last week, Mr. Stow called it “dead in the water” right now. Ms. Jones suggested the topic be tabled.
Mr. Martin suggested that the committee meet at the museum in the near future, and the committee agreed. Mr. Osborne said he would see if a meeting can be held at the museum on February 22, when the committee is next slated to meet.

Mr. Osborne added that he has been unable to come up with any new ideas for a display at the museum to replace the EM Waste Management Facility display, and he asked the committee for suggestions. Ms. Goodlin said that whatever it is, it should be interactive and colorful, and could be some sort of game or quiz. It should be geared toward young peoples’ short attention spans. Mr. Martin added that it could be something where users receive coupons that can be redeemed for prizes. Ms. Jones agreed, saying that the prizes should be EM related. Mr. Osborne said he emailed Pat Halsey to get ideas from her and the other EM project managers, but so far he has not received a reply. He will be in Washington, D.C., in June for a meeting at Headquarters, so if there is no solid plan by then, he will tour the museums to get new ideas.
Outreach to Roane County - Mr. Martin said he’s planning to meet with the new Roane County mayor soon, and when he does he will talk about arranging an ORSSAB presentation for the mayor and his staff, and perhaps to the Roane County Environmental Review Board. Mr. Osborne said the committee has given a presentation to the board, but it’s been some time ago. He offered to find out when that was.
FY 2011 Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2011 plan (Attachment 2). Ms. Jones suggested corrections to some dates for items in the August and September meetings.
