Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar – The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Martin reported that he completed his action to talk to Dave Adler about the delay by DOE in approving several news releases ORSSAB staff have written lately. From the discussion, he and Mr. Adler agreed that in the future news releases should be issued on ORSSAB recommendations only after DOE’s response to the recommendations has been generated. The committee concurred with the concept. 
Secret City Festival – The committee reviewed the Public Environmental Survey (Attachment 2) and discussed whether any changes should be made. Mr. Martin suggested deleting the “DOE employee/contractor” line. 

Public Meeting on the CRESP Study – Mr. Martin mentioned that at the June 8 board meeting, John Eschenberg spoke about a risk-prioritization study being performed by the Consortium for Risk Evaluation with Stakeholder Participation (CRESP). Mr. Martin suggested that the Public Outreach Committee take the lead in helping DOE set up a public meeting on the study. He said that a forum larger than just a regular board meeting (e.g., the Y-12 New Hope Center) might be a good idea, and that the board might partner with the Local Oversight Committee. The committee concurred with the plan. Mr. Martin asked Ms. Jones to talk to the Executive Committee about it. Mr. Osborne offered to send Ms. Jones information on the CRESP study from the June 8 board meeting minutes.

FY 2011 Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2011 plan (Attachment 3) and deleted discussion of chairs meeting issues in July, as the meeting will not be held now until next fiscal year.
