Discussion
Annual Report - The committee reviewed the editorial plan and schedule for the FY 2011 annual report (Attachment 1). Mr. McKinney suggested that stewardship be given more attention in the report. Mr. Osborne said that both the Stewardship and Environmental Management committees’ work should be highlighted more, perhaps with a page devoted to each, much as has been done in previous reports for the Public Outreach Committee. Mr. Hemelright noted that the “service hours” section of the report could be turned into a news release. 
Mr. Holmes said he thought the public should have access to ORSSAB members’ contact information as a way to provide their input to the Environmental Management program. Mr. McKinney thought that the information could be added to the members section of the annual report. Mr. Osborne suggested the topic be raised at the next Executive Committee meeting, as there are privacy concerns to be addressed in disseminating members’ personal information. He offered to add it to the Executive Committee agenda as a reminder for Ms. Jones to discuss Mr. Holmes’ suggestion.
Quarterly Newspaper Editorial - The committee discussed the path forward for the next quarterly newspaper editorial and Manhattan Communicator submission. Mr. Holmes said he would draft something on the prevalence of thyroid disorders in this area. Public health is a pressing issue, he said, particularly in regard to stewardship, and addressing the issue shows the public that the board is concerned about it.
New Display for the ORSSAB Museum Exhibit - Mr. Osborne said he emailed the director of the Atomic Testing Museum in Las Vegas again about supplying the files for the waste management program he would like to use in the ORSSAB exhibit at the American Museum of Science and Energy. He received a reply, but so far the files have not been transmitted. He will keep checking.
Six-Month Planning Calendar – The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 2). Mr. Osborne reported that the Hardin Valley Academy STEM Dean, Debbie Sayers, has agreed to host an ORSSAB presentation for the entire STEM student body on November 14. Former ORSSAB member Tim Myrick has agreed to give the presentation.
Mr. Martin reported that he has been in touch with the chair of the Roane County Environmental Review Board. Mr. Martin plans to attend some of their future meetings, and he invited their members to participate in the November 5 tour of the Oak Ridge Reservation being planned for new ORSSAB members. So far, none of the Review Board members have responded. 

Mr. Martin said he has been working to arrange a meeting with Roane County Executive Ron Woody. Mr. Martin supplied staff with contact information for Mr. Woody’s executive secretary and suggested the meeting be set up for a Friday morning.

Clinton Courier - Mr. Osborne reported that he received a rate card for the Clinton Courier. It will cost roughly $140 to run the ORSSAB monthly meeting ad. The committee agreed to go forward with publishing the ads.
FY 2012 Work Plan - The committee reviewed its draft FY 2012 work plan (Attachment 3) and made no changes.
Social Media - Ms. Sakalla gave a presentation on Facebook and other social media. She said it would be very easy for the board to put up a Facebook page, and the public can easily find it by doing a site search. The main page is call the ‘wall’. More detailed information can be added in the ‘information’ section. Comments and links to other people’s and organization’s pages can be posted on the wall. Anyone can post comments unless you restrict that ability. Paid advertisements are posted on the right side of a person’s wall. It seems that Facebook targets the ads posted on a particular wall to that person’s or organization’s interests. Group pages can have members. Fan pages are often used so people can post comments easily. You must be a fan of the group to post, however. Events, such as ORSSAB monthly meetings, can be posted, and these will show up on the wall. 
Ms. Sakalla said that you can allow anyone to post comments on a group page, or you can block specific people from posting. Since ORSSAB is a public group, though, that might not be desirable. Maintaining the page is simple, she said, once the basic content is in place. 

Mr. McKinney suggested the board find pages similar in content to what ORSSAB would want to do and use those as a template in creating the board’s page. 

Ms. Sakalla was asked if Facebook was a blog. She explained that a blog is just mostly posted commentary, whereas Facebook is more focused on pictures and information. Twitter, she added, is a very simple site that uses short messages (140-character-maximum ‘tweets’) to send information out to any number of people who have identified themselves as your ‘followers’.

Mr. Williams gave a short presentation on the DOE Oak Ridge Facebook page. A link from that page takes interested persons to the ORSSAB website. An important aspect of Facebook for DOE, he said, was the ‘view insights’ feature, where you can see demographics and other data on the people who have been visiting your Facebook page. He noted that advertisements are not allowed on government pages, per General Services Administration rules. Mr. Osborne asked if there were DOE restrictions on ORSSAB posting a Facebook page. Mr. Williams  said no. Mr. Osborne said he would look into establishing a Facebook page for the board.
