Discussion
Six-Month Planning Calendar – The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 1). Mr. Martin asked if his editorial had been sent to the Roane County News for publication. Mr. Osborne said it was sent on March 6. Mr. Martin said he will follow up with the paper to see if it will be published.
During discussion of the impending news releases on the retiring student representatives, Ms. Hart asked if the students were always selected from Oak Ridge and Hardin Valley. Mr. Osborne explained that it’s always been Oak Ridge, but in the beginning of the student program the second school was rotated among high schools in the surrounding counties. That didn’t always work well, and two years ago the Executive Committee decided to stay with Hardin Valley. 
Mr. Martin requested that the students could be asked for a quote to use in the news release on their retirement from the board. Ms. Jones said they always are.

Mr. Martin wondered why Ed Juarez’s biographical piece was to be published in May when Mr. Juarez will be leaving the board at the end of July. It would seem better to focus on one of the new members. Mr. Osborne explained that the quarterly bio pieces were begun only a couple of years ago, and the idea was to focus on the more senior members first. We are only just now getting to Mr. Juarez. Maggie Owen will be after that, and then we’ll start getting into newer members, he said.
Clinton Courier - Mr. Osborne noted that the three-month trial period for publishing ads in the Clinton Courier expired in March. The Public Outreach Committee will have to go back to the Board Finance & Process and Executive Committees for additional authorization to continue publication. Ms. Jones made a motion to discontinue the ads. The motion was seconded and approved.
Oak Ridge Reservation Tours - Mr. Martin said he thought the Oak Ridge Reservation tours sponsored each summer by the American Museum of Science and Energy offer an excellent opportunity to get the board’s message out to the public. It would be a good idea to have a board member meet the bus when it stops at the East Tennessee Technology Park overlook to give a short presentation about the board. Mr. Martin said that he would be glad to pursue the idea with the museum. Mr. Osborne said he would provide Mr. Martin with contact information.
Election of New Officers - Ms. Jones informed the committee that her time on the board will end in June and that she would like to go ahead now and identify a new Public Outreach Committee chair. She nominated Dave Hemelright as chair and Scott McKinney as vice chair. No other nominations were made from the floor. The nominations were seconded and approved.
ORSSAB Museum Exhibit - Mr. Osborne reported that he finally has the correct program files from the Atomic Testing Museum in Las Vegas and will try to get them loaded on the board’s spare touch-screen kiosk so that members can see the program during the April board meeting.
FY 2012 Work Plan - The committee reviewed its draft FY 2012 work plan (Attachment 2) and made no changes.
