Discussion 
Accomplishments and Activities - The committee reviewed a draft list of FY 2012 committee accomplishments and carryover activities for FY 2013 (Attachment 1) that will be presented at the August 18 annual planning meeting. Mr. Hemelright asked staff to add “revision of the ORSSAB presentation” to the carryover list. 
The committee discussed the committee storyboards idea suggested by the annual planning meeting facilitator. The storyboards would be poster size and set up in a common area so board members can learn about the committees and ask questions. Mr. Hemelright asked if staff had prepared one for the Public Outreach Committee. Mr. Osborne said that Spencer Gross was creating a template, and as soon as that is complete, a draft storyboard will be created and distributed to the committee for comment.
Update on Outreach to Channel 10 - Since Mr. McKinney was not on the call, the topic was tabled until next month.

Public Environmental Survey - Mr. Osborne reported that the postcard advertising the survey website is at the printers and should be mailed out Wednesday. Two versions of the postcard are being printed because two different Surveymonkey.com websites had to be set up: one to gather input from the board’s regular mailing list and members of the public who see survey advertising, and one for the 100 randomly selected households. This way, Mr. Osborne explained, he can track responses from the random mailing to see what level of interest the mailing generated.

General advertising for the survey has begun, he said, and the postcard has been given prominent display at the top of the ORSSAB homepage. The news has already been picked up by the Knoxville News Sentinel, and its Oak Ridge reporter has added a story about the survey to his online blog.
Mr. McKinney, in concert with Dr. Holmes, tweaked the wording of the survey, and those changes were incorporated into the Surveymonkey.com site.

Discussion of distribution of the survey through local schools was postponed until August since Ms. Hart was not on the call.

Six-Month Planning Calendar - The committee reviewed the planning calendar (Attachment 2). Mr. Osborne reported that the news release on the retiring members had been published. 
Mr. Osborne reported that because of work commitments, Maggie Owen has requested that a Public Outreach Committee member write the editorial instead of her. Mr. Hemelright asked that the committee discuss the matter in August.
FY 2012 Work Plan - The committee reviewed its FY 2012 work plan (Attachment 3). Distribution of the Public Environmental Survey through local schools and outreach to Channel 10 will be added to August.
