Elect chair and vice-chair for FY 2009
Ms. Sigal nominated Ms. Sarten for chair. Mr. Martin seconded. There being no other nominations, Mr. Million moved that nominations close. Mr. Martin seconded. The committee voted unanimously for nominations to close, then elected Ms. Sarten as chair unanimously. 
Mr. Million nominated Mr. Bonner for vice-chair. Ms. Sigal seconded. There being no other nominations Mr. Martin moved that nominations close. Mr. Bonner seconded. The committee voted unanimously for nominations to close, then elected Mr. Bonner as vice-chair unanimously.

Develop FY 2009 Work Plan
Before the committee began work on the FY 2009 work plan Mr. Gross distributed and reviewed some proposed guidelines for issue managers (Attachment 1). These guidelines are to aid committee members in understanding the role of issue managers when working issues on the work plan.
The committee then developed its FY 2009 work plan (Attachment 2) based on input provided at the August annual retreat from DOE, the Environmental Protection Agency, and the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation, as well as carryover items from FY 2008.

Ms. Halsey said she hopes to involve the student representatives to the board in developing a reference book for the Stewardship map that is displayed at the DOE Information Center. The book will reference decision documents for closed waste sites indicated on the map. 
Discussion of role of City of Oak Ridge in Stewardship
Mr. Gross reported that Amy Fitzgerald of the City of Oak Ridge had been invited to attend the August annual retreat. She was unable to attend, but left a message saying it was difficult for city personnel to attend board meetings or Stewardship Committee meetings because of constraints on time and lack of personnel. She asked that the committee talk about what it would like to see from the city in terms of stewardship for the Oak Ridge Reservation (almost all of the Oak Ridge Reservation is in the corporate limits of the City of Oak Ridge).
Ms. Sigal suggested that the committee develop some points to present to the city defining what its role could be in terms of stewardship. The committee placed that suggestion on the work plan for September. Ms. Sigal will develop some draft points for discussion at the September meeting. 

Addition to the agenda – Melton Valley Land Notation
Mr. Darby distributed a copy of the ‘Notation on Ownership Record for Notification of Closure of Melton Valley Burial Grounds’ (Attachment 3). He said this notation will be filed in the next week or two with the Roane County Register of Deeds. This is first notation filed in Roane County and will be used as a guide for future closures in the Roane County portion of the Oak Ridge Reservation.
The notation points to the Remedial Action Report for the Melton Valley Watershed (DOE/OR/01-2343&D1, March 2007) for more details. 

On the work plan for January is an update on the filings of land notations in Roane County to make sure they are going as expected by the committee.
