Status Report on Subcommittee to Look at Ways to Assist TDEC with ARARs
Mr. Martin submitted a draft recommendation (Attachment 1) as a way to address a request from TDEC for assistance from ORSSAB to ensure that DOE follows through on applicable, relevant, and appropriate requirements (ARARs) specified in records of decision (Attachment 2, page 2). 

Mr. Mulvenon said the state should not have used the term ‘ARAR’ because he felt the state really means stewardship and long-term land use controls.

The committee engaged in a lengthy discussion about the real intent of the state’s request.

Since there is still confusion among the committee members about what the state is requesting, it was decided to table consideration of the recommendation until Mr. Martin can consult again with John Owsley, TDEC, to clarify his request.

Review of FY 2009 Accomplishments
The committee reviewed its accomplishments for FY 2009 (Attachment 3), which will be presented at the full ORSSAB meeting on August 12 in preparation for the annual retreat on August 29. 
Mr. Bonner suggested modifying the entry for the Video Subcommittee to indicate that its purpose was better served by developing a stewardship workshop at which oral histories on stewardship could be video recorded. The modified entry is Attachment 4.

Update on Stewardship Workshop and Board Training on Stewardship 
Mr. Bonner reported that the Stewardship Workshop Subcommittee met on July 13 and continued work on the agenda for the workshop.
He said there is a conflict at New Hope Center, the preferred site for workshop, on the dates selected for the workshop, November 3-4. He said Pat Halsey, ORSSAB Federal Coordinator, said the 2714G Complex Conference Room could be an alternate location for the event.

The committee will meet again on Friday, July 24 at 3:30 p.m. at the 2714 Conference Room to evaluate its suitability for the workshop.

New Business
1. Ms. Sigal asked about the status of a reference book for the Stewardship Map. Mr. Bonner said he and Ms. Halsey had met and she has developed a draft model page for references of decision documents related to remediated sites on the Oak Ridge Reservation. 

Mr. Mulvenon said there had been discussions about using ORSSAB’s student representatives to develop the book. Mr. Bonner said that the focus now is to develop the reference pages and use the students to test those pages to see how easily they can find information in the pages. 

2. Mr. Mulvenon said perhaps the committee should re-evaluate the use of the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. He said there have been no requests for the kit in about a year and the Stewardship Education Subcommittee has not met in several months. 

He said there is work underway by staff to redesign the ORSSAB exhibit at the American Museum of Science and Energy, where a kit is on display. He said perhaps the kit should be restructured in a more up-to-date format rather than a traditional notebook.
