Review Stewardship Roundtable Presentation by Ron Murphree for EM SSAB 
Chair’s Meeting
Mr. Murphree did a run-through of the presentation (Attachment 1) he will present during the Stewardship Roundtable portion of the Environmental Management Site Specific Advisory Board (EM SSAB) Chairs’ meeting on Thursday, April 29. He used the run-through to rehearse and time the presentation and get comments from the committee on the presentation.

After the presentation Mr. Mulvenon said the basic information in the presentation is correct, but he asked Mr. Murphree to rehearse the presentation several times prior to the meeting to smooth out the delivery and to be sure to use the proper words, names, phrases used in the presentation. 
Mr. Macklin noted that the presentation mentions Volume 2 of the Stakeholders’ Report on Stewardship, but Mr. Murphree did not mention this when giving the talk. Mr. Macklin suggested a mention be made of the different intents of the two stakeholder reports: Volume 1 discusses what components a national long term stewardship program should include and Volume 2 focuses on long term stewardship specifically for the Oak Ridge Reservation. 

Mr. Lundy suggested avoiding using acronyms that might be unfamiliar to meeting attendees. He also suggested using a pointer on certain slides. 

Mr. Mulvenon noted that some mention should be made of the Stewardship Committee acting as the Citizens’ Board for Stewardship since 2001. That fact can be added in the historical portion of the presentation on Oak Ridge’s role in stewardship.
Ms. Halsey had some suggested wording changes to slide 27, Across the Complex. She suggested the first bullet should read ‘DOE has no long-term strategic plan or guidance for stewardship at ongoing missions.’ She suggested the second bullet should read ‘There is no DOE EM office or liaison dedicated to stewardship at ongoing sites.’
On slide 19 it was suggested to leave off the explanatory phrases of each bullet point and change (b) to ‘Formalize long-term stewardship.’

Mr. Lundy felt there are too many slides and too much information. He suggested cutting it to five or six slides. He said the full program as presented here could be provided to participants of the meeting, but the actual presentation should be shorter. Mr. Mulvenon suggested leaving the slides as they are, but shortening the oral presentation, just hitting the high points. 

Mr. Bonner said the presentation should clarify that the End Use Working Group was not a part of the Oak Ridge Site Specific Advisory Board, but was made up of volunteers from across the community. The board facilitated the creation of the End Use Working Group, but the group functioned independently of the board. 

Mr. Bonner suggested that a summary of recommendations made by the board from the Stewardship Committee regarding stewardship should be included.
Mr. Bonner said there should be a mention of the teachers’ workshop along with the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. 
Mr. Mulvenon said the point of the presentation and the roundtable is to institute a focus on stewardship at the DOE headquarters level. He said DOE needs to establish a policy on stewardship that can be followed across the complex. He said there needs to be a liaison at headquarters to deal with stewardship. If stewardship is turned over to the various DOE landlords after remediation is complete at sites across the complex, Mr. Mulvenon fears there would be a mixture of stewardship policies. He said there is no comprehensive departmental plan for handing stewardship activities from DOE EM to landlords. 
Staff will work with Mr. Murphree to institute the comments and suggestions made. 
Review draft EM SSAB Chairs’ Meeting Recommendation on Long-term Stewardship
The committee reviewed the proposed recommendation on long-term stewardship that will be presented at the EM SSAB Chairs’ meeting. The committee made some suggested revisions that it asked Mr. Murphree to propose during discussion of the recommendation (Attachment 2). Several committee members wanted to make some additional revisions, but had trouble developing acceptable language. Ms. Halsey suggested the committee study the recommendation outside of the committee meeting and submit suggested revisions to staff by Friday, April 23. 
Review of Stewardship Map and Work on Associated Reference Book
Time did not allow discussion of this item.

1. Ms. Halsey will ask Dave Adler to try to arrange a meeting with Dave Geiser and Stewardship Committee members about agenda development and participation in the national stewardship workshop in November in Grand Junction, Colo.

There is no ‘calendar of opportunities’ for the Public Outreach Committee. Scheduling presentations is a matter of calling organizations and asking if a presentation would be welcome.
