Update on DOE GIS System
In February, Ms. Pontello briefed the committee on the development of a global information system (GIS) for the DOE Oak Ridge Reservation (ORR). At this meeting she said she is still gathering data to be included in the system. She also said she had been waiting on some computer hardware, which arrived recently. 
Ms. Pontello said a name for the site will have to be determined before it can be launched. She and Ms. Halsey asked for suggestions. Once the system is active it will be available to all users. No passwords will be needed to access the site.

The GIS will have layers that will show different features on the reservation. The layers can be turned on or off depending on what the viewer wishes to see. 

Layers will include watersheds, groundwater, land use controls such as fences and accesses, streets, and buildings. It can show remedial action report signs that are required to be posted at remediated sites. 

Mr. Bonner asked if river mile markers could be shown. Ms. Pontello said some of them could be indicated. Ms. Halsey suggested pertinent mile markers be shown. 

Mr. Bonner asked what the GIS map is based on. Ms. Pontello said it’s based on the Tennessee plane mapping system. Mr. Bonner noted that there are some Oak Ridge maps that use a different system. Ms. Pontello said she could convert any information from such a map to match the Tennessee system. Mr. Bonner suggested the legend of the GIS map indicate that it’s based on the Tennessee mapping system.

Mr. Bonner asked if the GIS would show the parts of the ORR that is on the National Priorities List (NPL). Ms. Pontello said that could be a layer that could be turned on and off. She said links could be provided to other NPL maps. 

Discussion of Possible Recommendation on the GIS System
The committee decided that a recommendation on the system could be made after the system is active and can be viewed by the committee at a subsequent meeting.
National Priorities List Delisting Process and Changes to Appendix B of the Federal 
Facility Agreement
Ms. Halsey said the proper title of this discussion would be to change the boundaries of the NPL, not to delist parcels from the NPL that have been determined to be clean. Delisting would require a lengthy administrative process.
A map (Attachment 1) is the kind of map to be included in Appendix B of the Federal Facility Agreement that explains the ORR Site Description. The NPL boundary is not necessarily the same as the ORR boundary, because the Clinch River is part of the NPL as is an area east of Y-12 off the reservation that has contaminated groundwater. 

The yellow area of the map indicates the NPL boundary. Green areas have been determined to be clean and are not part of the NPL.

Mr. Martin asked if the map would be regional from Watts Bar Dam to the south. Ms. Halsey said that would be difficult to show because of the large area. Ms. Pontello said detail would be lost for the rest of the reservation on a map that size. 

Attachment 2 is a map that shows the 100 and 500 year flood plain areas around the clean parcel ED-1. Those areas are colored yellow and pink and noted in the legend. Ms. Halsey said DOE is responsible for the flood plains along East Fork Poplar Creek. She noted that Bear Creek and its flood plain along Highway 95 will be restricted because it is not considered clean. She said the GIS would provide information on why it is restricted. 

Ms. Halsey said the Clinch River down to Watts Bar Lake is part of the NPL, but is not indicated. She suggested that the portion of the river that’s on the NPL be cross-hatched and not colored.

She said contaminated groundwater alone would not be indicated on the NPL map (Attachment 1), but could be indicated by layers on the GIS map as Ms. Pontello mentioned above. The layer would show the contaminated groundwater areas and direction of flow. 

Ms. Halsey said she would like another map for Appendix B that would be similar to the Stewardship Map that shows details of the ORR and where plants are located because they are mentioned in Appendix B and it makes sense to have a map showing the locations. 

Mr. Bonner asked if roadbeds contiguous to a parcel are considered part of the parcel. Ms. Halsey said they would not. Ms. Pontello said that would be evident on the GIS layers.  

Mr. Bonner asked how clean parcels are determined. Ms. Halsey said that information would be found with parcels filed with the register of deeds in Anderson or Roane Counties. She said when a parcel is determined to be clean a deed notification is sent to the register of deeds. Mr. Macklin asked about such a notification if a parcel is transferred to the Community Reuse Organization of East Tennessee. Ms. Halsey did not know but took an action to find out.

Discussion of Possible Recommendation on the Delisting Process and Changes to Appendix B
Ms. Halsey said she would like the committee to consider a recommendation on the Attachment 1 map, any proposed changes to the Federal Facility Agreement (Attachment 3), or in the process of determining clean parcels through the no further investigation process or clean parcel determination. That method is noted in Attachment 4, NPL Site Boundary Definition at the DOE ORR. A recommendation could also be made in support of the GIS that would note land use controls and stewardship.

Submission of Comments on the Remediation Effectiveness Report

No comments were provided at this meeting. 

Mr. Bonner asked reviewers of the report (himself, Mr. Martin, Mr. Lundy, Mr. Mulvenon, and Ms. Sarten) to provide comments to staff by Friday, June 18, so comments can be compiled and sent to DOE by June 28. He asked staff to remind the reviewers by email (since two of the reviewers were absent) and to include a comment form for the reviewers to use.

He asked the reviewers to think about any priorities for actions for DOE to take, for example Bear Creek Valley that is showing additional uranium flux.

Committee Input on Scheduled Topic for Next Month’s Meeting – Discussion of Ongoing Stewardship Education

No specific comments were provided. Mr. Bonner asked those present to bring ideas to the meeting for discussion.

Other Business

Ms. Halsey contacted Cate Brennan, the OSSAB Designated Federal Officer at DOE Headquarters in Washington, DC. They talked about agenda items the Stewardship Committee would be interested in seeing on the agenda for the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference in November in Grand Junction, Colo.

Ms. Brennan said Legacy Management (LM), which is hosting the conference, was interested in receiving input on the agenda especially related to site transition from Environmental Management (EM) to LM. Ms. Brennan wanted to include someone from EM to speak on that subject. She also wondered if Gerald Boyd, DOE Oak Ridge manager, could speak on the topic. 

Mr. Bonner said the committee should draft a recommendation to send to Ms. Brennan outlining specifically what the committee would like to see addressed at the conference.

1.  Mr. Lundy will contact Frank Parker with the Consortium for Risk Evaluation with Stakeholder Participation to determine if it has any involvement with the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference and if it can assist the committee with participation in the conference. Status. Mr. Lundy has not been able to reach Mr. Parker. He contacted David Kosson with the consortium, who promised to call Mr. Lundy when he was in Oak Ridge recently, but he did not call. Mr. Lundy will try to re-call Mr. Kosson.
2.   Ms. Halsey will determine if property notifications are filed with registers of deeds when property is transferred to the Community Reuse Organization of East Tennessee.
