Review Department of Energy (DOE) Response to Recommendation 188 on the Long-term Stewardship Implementation Plan
The committee reviewed the response to Recommendation 188 on the Long-term Stewardship Implementation Plan (Attachment 1). The recommendation originated in the committee.

The response is somewhat vague and Mr. Mulvenon wondered what the response meant. Mr. Martin said DOE must feel there is nothing out of the ordinary in the plan and asks BJC to finalize it.

Mr. Bonner said the question the committee needed to answer was if the response satisfactorily addressed the recommendation. He said he thought there were other entities on the Oak Ridge Reservation (ORR) that have the opportunity to weigh in on the plan. He hoped there would be input from the Office of Science and the National Nuclear Security Administration. 

Mr. Garland pointed out that until the mission of the Office of Environmental Management (EM) is finished then EM is responsible for stewardship. Mr. Bonner asked about interfacing with the other entities. Mr. Garland said those entities won’t be involved in stewardship until the EM mission is finished. At that time some other program would take over stewardship responsibilities. 

Mr. Bonner asked again if the response was acceptable. Mr. Mulvenon said it was. Mr. Bonner asked for a motion to accept the recommendation. Mr. Martin so moved and Mr. Lundy seconded the motion. The committee approved the motion unanimously.
Review DOE Response to Recommendation 193 on the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference
The committee also reviewed the response to Recommendation 193: Agenda Topics for the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference in Grand Junction, Colo., November 2010. The recommendation originated in the Stewardship Committee.
Mr. Mulvenon moved to accept the response since it indicated that the agenda topic suggestions had been forwarded to the conference organizers. Mr. Martin seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
There was additional discussion about trying to get a spot on the conference agenda to talk about stewardship in Oak Ridge and concerns the Stewardship Committee and ORSSAB have voiced about stewardship in Oak Ridge and across the DOE complex. Mr. Lundy wondered if someone like Dave Adler, the DOE ORSSAB Liaison, could speak on stewardship on the ORR at the conference. 
Mr. Bonner said the committee and ORSSAB chair Ron Murphree will work with Legacy Management, the conference organizer, regarding participation in the conference. He said if the conference doesn’t address the committee’s and board’s concerns the board could ask that the agenda item recommendations be honored through a subsequent conference. 

Mr. Bonner said he, Mr. Murphree, and Pat Halsey, the ORSSAB Federal Coordinator, will talk more about who can participate in the conference from Oak Ridge. 

Ongoing Discussion on Stewardship Education – Demonstration of Facebook Sites that might apply to Stewardship Education – issue manager Brianna Goodlin
Continuing the discussion of stewardship education from last month’s meeting, Ms. Goodlin provided a demonstration of how Facebook could be used to publicize the work of the Stewardship Committee and ORSSAB.

She showed examples of how some businesses such as Toyota of Knoxville, the Knoxville News Sentinel, and McAllister’s using Facebook to promote their businesses. She said if a presentation on stewardship was done in the classroom or some other setting people could later go to the Facebook page to learn more. If they note it as a favorite then friends who visit that person’s Facebook page would see it and perhaps link to the Stewardship/ORSSAB Facebook page. If the person notes it as a favorite then awareness of the page would grow incrementally. 

Ms. Goodlin said there are different types of pages – a fan page, a personal page, and a group page. She said the fan page is used by businesses.
Any kind of information can be placed on a Facebook page, such as photos, descriptions of events, etc. Friends of the page can provide comments, but those will be put on the page only with the approval of the Facebook page administrator.
Committee Discussion of Using Social Media for Stewardship Education
After the demonstration the committee discussed the use of Facebook to promote stewardship and ORSSAB.

Mr. Garland said many companies are finding it is a better way to communicate with potential customers than using print media. He said some companies have abandoned print entirely and are using Facebook. 

Ms. Goodlin said it’s more interactive. Mr. Martin said it might be a way to keep former members involved in committee and board activities.
The committee indicated an interest in setting up a Facebook account and asked staff to talk with Ms. Halsey about it and discuss it more at a subsequent meeting. 
Review EPA Comments on the DOE Public Involvement Plan
The committee discussed briefly a set of comments (Attachment 3) provided by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) on the DOE Oak Ridge Public Involvement Plan.

Mr. Bonner said EPA made some interesting comments on the plan such as transition of property, environmental challenges on the ORR, cleanup of East Tennessee Technology Park, and transition to private enterprise. 

Ms. Halsey had forwarded the comments to the committee to review to determine if they were significant enough to ask Connie Jones of the EPA to discuss the comments more at a committee meeting. 
Mr. Martin said he felt like the comments stand on their own. Mr. Bonner said he wanted to make sure DOE addressed any significant comments.
Not all committee members had a chance to fully review the comments. Mr. Bonner asked the committee to review the comments more thoroughly and provide input to staff by Friday, August 27. Input will be reviewed by the committee leadership and discussed prior to the next Stewardship Committee meeting to determine if Ms. Jones should be invited to discuss EPA’s comment on the plan.

Committee Input on DOE’s September Presentation to ORSSAB on Stewardship
At the September ORSSAB meeting, DOE EM is scheduled to present a program on stewardship activities on the ORR. Mr. Bonner said he thought the committee should provide some guidance to DOE on issues to address.

Mr. Martin said he thought the committee shouldn’t provide any guidance, but see what is presented and provide comments or recommendations to DOE if needed. Mr. Mulvenon agreed but said he would like for DOE to explain how stewardship will be transitioned from DOE EM to the Office of Science when clean up is complete. 

Mr. Bonner asked for any additional suggestions to be provided to staff by August 27 to forward to DOE EM.

Status Update on Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference in November
Mr. Bonner reminded the committee that the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference is scheduled for November 15-18 in Grand Junction, Colo. He noted that a draft agenda is now available. Mr. Gross pointed out that the draft agenda (Attachment 4) was published on July 27 and the response to the recommendation on agenda items (see above) wasn’t received until August 17. A revised agenda may include some of the board’s recommendations. 

Mr. Bonner asked who from the committee is interested in attending. Mr. Mulvenon said he was interested in attending and said committee member Roger Macklin is interested as well. Mr. Martin suggested Ms. Goodlin attend as the student representative. She said it would be difficult for her to attend since it is several days in the school week.

Mr. Bonner said he would like to attend and said Mr. Murphree as chair of the board should probably go. As noted above, Mr. Bonner said he, Mr. Murphree, and Ms. Halsey will talk more about who will represent the board at the conference. 

Reminder of CERCLA Five-year Review Visits
Ms. Brown reminded the committee of the site visits in preparation for producing the CERCLA (Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act) Five-Year Review. She said Mr. Martin and Mr. Mulvenon will be going on the August 18 visit of Bethel Valley and Melton Valley.

She noted the dates and times for the remaining visits (Attachment 5).

Anyone wishing to attend the remaining visits should contact her or staff. She said she needed about a week’s notice in order to get visitor’s badges for those wishing to go on the visits. 

Ms. Brown explained that the site visit for Lower Watts Bar Reservoir and the Clinch River/Poplar Creek will be a presentation only at the Midway Guardhouse on Scarboro Road. She said photos of the reservoir and river will be taken and shown at the meeting. Ms. Brown said there will also be an explanation of the Interagency Working Group that is responsible for the Lower Watts Bar Reservoir.
