Delivery of Stewardship Implementation Plan
Mr. Garland provided a revised copy of the Stewardship Implementation Plan (Attachment 1) that showed revisions made at the request of the committee and other reviewers of the document.

Earlier, the committee drafted a recommendation, which ORSSAB approved, asking that the plan be implemented by DOE. 

Ms. Sigal asked if the plan as revised still satisfied the original intent of the committee. Mr. Garland responded that the committee had reviewed the earlier version of the plan and made comments on it, which were incorporated into this version. He said the major change of the new plan was that it doesn’t contain as much description. He explained that all details regarding stewardship are contained in Remedial Action Reports. In addition he said monitoring plans change every year and it would require changing the implementation plan yearly as well. He said the implementation plan is not the place to put monitoring plans. 
Ms. Sigal asked if this was the final plan. Ms. Halsey stated that it has not been discussed by DOE yet. Mr. Garland said he would like to transmit the final to DOE as soon as possible for approval, but if something needs to be revised in the plan he will do that first. Ms. Halsey said the signature page needs a space for Ted Sherry, the manager for Y-12 National Security Complex.
Mr. Stow asked if there was a predecessor document that laid out the implementation of stewardship. Mr. Garland the stewardship strategic plan laid out the purposes and objectives of stewardship with the expectation that the implementation plan was the next step. 

Mr. Stow asked who the audience is for the implementation plan. Ms. Halsey said it’s for everyone involved or interested in stewardship – DOE, the public, ORSSAB, governmental agencies. She said ORSSAB can rely on the plan in its review of remediation effectiveness reports to make sure stewardship activities are being done.

Mr. Stow asked what the driver was for writing the plan. Mr. Garland said BJC’s contract with DOE was to maintain the infrastructure for long-term stewardship. He said he had to determine how to do that. He said stewardship activities were being done, but not in an integrated manner. The way to do that was to write a plan that pulled all those activities together. He said the plan was a way to make sure things were said the same way in all documents related to long-term stewardship. 
Ms. Sigal said the stewardship committee wrote an initial document on stewardship then realized more had to be done to get DOE to inform the committee and the board how it was going to handle long-term stewardship. She said the strategic plan was a good starting point, but the committee felt there needed to be an implementation plan.

Mr. Stow said it’s important to understand the history behind the stewardship effort. He asked if there is a statement in the plan that reflects the history. Mr. Garland said there is a bit of background in the document, but it is primarily a brief history of the Oak Ridge Reservation and not of stewardship. Mr. Bonner said that should be included in some level, either in the introduction or background that explains the reason behind the plan and what it’s supposed to achieve. 
Mr. Bonner said the plan needs to show the input of other entities, such as county government. Ms. Halsey said the plan is a DOE plan and that the counties will hold DOE responsible for ensuring stewardship. Mr. Bonner said if it’s a public document then it should indicate public participation in its development. Ms. Halsey repeated that she felt it was a DOE implementation document and it could not reflect public’s role in implementing the LTS, just reflect their role as a steward. Input has been incorporated into the plan from comments received by groups such as the committee and ORSSAB.
Mr. Stow asked how much of the plan is specific to the Oak Ridge Reservation and how much DOE can apply to other sites. Mr. Bonner said the plan is based primarily on Oak Ridge. Mr. Stow said other DOE sites need to be concerned about stewardship and wondered to what degree they might be able to use this plan as a model to develop their own. Mr. Macklin said the committee pushed for the plan because there was a lack of guidance from DOE headquarters. He agreed that a useful plan for Oak Ridge could be used as a model for other sites. 

Ms. Sigal said she would like to read the plan again to make sure it still retains the intent of the committee. Mr. Bonner asked the rest of the committee to review the plan and provide any comments to staff by Friday, October 1. 

In a related comment, Mr. Garland said the Office of Legacy Management, which is responsible for stewardship at closed sites, has published a strategic plan. He asked staff to provide a link to the plan to the committee.

While neither the committee nor the board can comment on Legacy Management documents, individuals can.
Travel Requests for Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference
At previous meetings Mr. Macklin and Norman Mulvenon indicated that would like to attend the conference in Grand Junction, Colo., in November. Ms. Halsey said she had a conversation with Cate Brennan, ORSSAB’s Designated Federal Officer, concerning guidance about travel for non-board members. She said non-board members would have to get an invitation to travel to DOE sites from the Assistant Secretary for Environmental Management Inés Triay. For travel to non-DOE sites (the conference is not held on a DOE site) an invitation to non-board members would have to come from the DOE Undersecretary. She said it would be very difficult to receive an invitation from the undersecretary to attend this conference. Ms. Halsey noted that both Mr. Macklin and Mr. Mulvenon are members of the Local Oversight Committee Citizens’ Advisory Panel and they could go to the conference through that organization. She said Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation could make funds available for panel members to go to the conference. TDEC provides funding for the Oversight Committee.

Mr. Bonner requested committee approval for him to travel to the conference. Mr. Macklin moved to approve; Mr. Stow seconded. The committee approved the request unanimously. 

Status of Participation in Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference
Mr. Gross reported that he had conservation with Bob Suyama of the Hanford Advisory Board about Hanford and ORSSAB participating in a panel discussion on stakeholders’ perspective on stewardship. Mr. Suyama provided contact information and the list of prospective panel members, which includes him and ORSSAB chair Ron Murphree. Mr. Gross said he would work with Mr. Murphree and Mr. Bonner to develop a presentation on stewardship in Oak Ridge to present at the conference. He said he would use elements of a presentation Mr. Murphree made at the spring Environmental Management Site Specific Advisory Board meeting, as well as parts of a presentation Ms. Sigal made to ORSSAB in July and a presentation Dave Adler, DOE, made to the board in September. 

The committee suggested arranging a conference call among the panel participants to discuss coordination of the discussion at the conference. Staff will work to arrange a conference call.

Develop FY 2011 Committee Work Plan
The committee reviewed possible work plan topics for FY 2011 that were generated at the ORSSAB annual retreat as well as carryover items from FY 2010. 
The committee discussed general goals for some of the topics (Attachment 2). That information will be provided to the Executive Committee for review and possible revision. The committee will complete its work plan at the October meeting. 

Review Response to Recommendation 192: Recommendation and Comments on the Draft 
The committee accepted the response to the recommendation (Attachment 3).

2010 Remediation Effectiveness Report
Mr. Bonner reminded the group of two remaining site visits on September 30 in preparation for development of the CERCLA (Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act) Five-year Review. The visits will be to Upper East Fork Poplar Creek in the morning and to Lower East Fork Poplar Creek in the afternoon.

1. Staff and committee leadership will talk with Pat Halsey about using Facebook to promote Stewardship Committee and ORSSAB activities. Status. Ms. Halsey has asked the Public Affairs Office about the acceptability of using Facebook. She has not yet received a response.
2. Staff will work to set up a conference call among participants of the panel discussion scheduled on stakeholder perspectives at the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference in Grand Junction, Colo., in November.
