Status of Participation in Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference 
Mr. Bonner reported that he, Ron Murphree, ORSSAB chair, Ms. Jones, and Ms. Owen will be attending the Long-term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference November 15-18 in Grand Junction, Colo. Mr. Macklin will also be attending through the Local Oversight Committee.
Mr. Gross reported that Mr. Murphree, who will be participating in a panel discussion at the conference called “Stakeholder Perspectives – Engaging the Community Through Consultation, Coordination, and Communication,” had not received any guidance from the panel organizer concerning what is expected of him. Mr. Gross said a presentation on stewardship has been prepared for Mr. Murphree to use, but it is not known at this time if it is what the panel organizer is expecting.

Mr. Gross briefly went through the draft presentation (Attachment 1). He said Mr. Murphree understood that each presenter will only have 10 minutes. The draft presentation is longer than that. He was asked to send the presentation to all committee members for suggestions on trimming it.

Complete Committee FY 2011 Work Plan– Darryl Bonner, Issue Manager

Mr. Bonner provided a list of topics he thought the committee should consider in FY 2011 that included actions and objectives for each topic (Attachment 2). The committee used that list to complete a draft FY 2011 Work Plan (Attachment 3). The draft work plan will be discussed during an Executive Committee work session on October 21 when an ORSSAB work plan, which includes all committee work plans, will be developed. 
Final Input on Stewardship Implementation Plan
Ms. Sigal provided some comments to Ms. Halsey to share with Sid Garland, who is putting the finishing touches on the Stewardship Implementation Plan.
Discussion of Community Involvement Fund Grants
The committee had been sent a copy of a press release regarding Community Involvement Fund grants that may be available to community groups likely to be affected by the DOE environmental cleanup process and decisions (Attachment 4). 

The SSABs and government funded bodies are not eligible to receive the grants, but Mr. Bonner asked the committee to offer ideas for groups that might be eligible.

Mr. Stow asked if historic preservation groups would be candidates for the grants. Ms. Halsey said she thought they would be. Mr. Stow suggested the Oak Ridge Restoration Effort, a group working to restore the Alexander Inn. Mr. Bonner asked staff to call the organization’s contact, Kate Groover or Barbara Farrell, to let them know of the grant availability.

1. Staff will provide the draft stewardship presentation for the Long- term Surveillance and Maintenance Conference to all committee members and ask for suggestions on trimming the length of the presentation. Complete. The presentation was sent and revisions were requested by Friday, October 22.
2. Staff will send copies of the white paper on National Priorities List Site Boundary Definition for all committee members to review. Complete.
3. Staff and committee leadership will talk with Pat Halsey about using Facebook to promote Stewardship Committee and ORSSAB activities. Complete. An email was received from Cate Brennan, ORSSAB Designated Federal Officer, on September 28, 2010, indicating that Facebook cannot be used by local SSABs (Attachment 5). The email was forwarded to Stewardship Committee members on September 28.
