Committee Input on Panel Discussion at the Waste Management Symposium, February 27-March 1 in Phoenix, Ariz., Ron Murphree, issue manager
On February 28 Mr. Murphree will be participating in a panel discussion entitled “Partnering to Move Oak Ridge Forward” at the Waste Management Symposium The discussion will be moderated by John Eschenberg, Acting DOE-ORO Manager. The panel also includes Ken Reuter, UCOR (DOE-ORO prime cleanup contractor), Jenny Freeman, East Tennessee Environmental Business Association, and Tom Behan, Mayor of Oak Ridge. 
Mr. Murphree had been working with Pat Halsey, DOE-ORO, on discussion talking points (Attachment 1). Mr. Murphree had asked at a previous committee meeting for the members to review the talking points and make comments.

The members present reviewed the talking points and made some additional comments. They are noted in Attachment 2 in red.

The talking points were forwarded to the Executive Committee for review as well.

Topics for Top Three Issues, Board Accomplishment, Major Board Activity for Spring EM SSAB Chairs’ Meeting
Twice a year the officers and other members of the eight Environmental Management Site Specific Advisory Boards gather to discuss a number of topics of interest among the boards related to cleanup and available budgets. 

Part of the discussion includes a round robin discussion among the boards where the representatives talk about issues, accomplishments, or activities specific to their sites. In the past each board could present three issues, one accomplishment, and one major board activity.
For the spring meeting, which will be held April 17-19 in Paducah, Ky., in order to shorten the amount time taken in the round robin, each board will have five minutes to discussion two items – one or two issues, one issue and one accomplishment, two accomplishments, etc. Mr. Gross said that another agenda item for the chairs’ meeting will be a discussion of topics that are common to more than one site. 

Each ORRSAB committee will develop suggested issues, accomplishments, or activities and forward to the Executive Committee for final selections.

The committee reviewed what it submitted for the Executive Committee to consider for the October 2011 videoconference Chairs’ meeting (Attachment 3). 

Mr. Stow said that long-term stewardship at ongoing mission sites was broad in scope and questioned the intent of the suggestion. Mr. Mulvenon said that more help and guidance is needed from DOE Headquarters regarding long-term stewardship at sites with continuing missions like Oak Ridge with the Office of Science at Oak Ridge National Lab and the National Nuclear Security Agency at Y-12 National Security Complex. 

After additional discussion the committee developed its suggestions to send to the Executive Committee (Attachment 4). The first item could also be used as a suggestion for the agenda item of topics that are common to more than one site.
