Discussion
Update on Presentation to Loudon County School Board – Ms. Sarten said she would like to send a letter to the head of the Loudon County High School Biology Department asking how teachers there have used the Stewardship Education Resource Kits she delivered in April. She will also try to retrieve the kit she gave to Matt Brookshire, since his school will not be using it.
Kit Revisions – Ms. Cothron distributed a copy of a Chicago Daily News article from October 10, 1964, titled “Oak Ridge Wasps Build ‘Hot’ Nests” (Attachment 1). She though it could be used in the kit somehow. Staff was asked to see if clips of the two kit videos are available from the video retail sources and if the clips can be added to the kit files on the ORSSAB web site.
Lesson 2 Overhead Revisions – The committee reviewed the changes made to Lesson 2 overheads 13 (remove white space between the headline and text in the newspaper graphic) and 25 (add service year to students’ names).
