Discussion
Funding for Stewardship Workshop – Mr. Bonner said he would like to transfer FY 2009 funds allocated for the teacher’s workshop to cover expenses for the stewardship workshop ORSSAB is planning for this fall. Mr. Osborne distributed an Excel file of the board’s FY 2009 funding (Attachment 1). Ms. Sarten asked if anyone foresaw being able to hold a teacher’s workshop in FY 2009. The consensus was that it would not be possible given the amount of work still needing to be done on the kit revisions. Mr. Bonner made a motion to reallocate the $12,000 in FY 2009 funds earmarked for the teacher’s workshop to the stewardship workshop. The motion carried unanimously. Mr. Bonner noted that on April 27 Norman Mulvenon had emailed his concurrence on the transfer. Mr. Bonner also requested that staff add  $12,000 to the subcommittee’s FY 2010 budget request to cover a teacher’s workshop. 
Lesson 4 Overhead Revisions – The committee reviewed graphics for the slides that had been prepared by staff. Mr. Bonner suggested that Slide 21 be revised to read: “Responsibility–DOE needs consistent rules for addressing stewardship across the nation; guidelines and procedures for reliable long-term stewardship are needed for ongoing mission and reindustrialization sites.”
Lesson 5 Overhead Revisions – The committee reviewed graphics for the slides that had been prepared by staff. Mr. Bonner suggested that a graphic of the CERCLA process be added to Slide 7.

Kit Inquiry – Mr. Osborne reported that he received (via Tim Myrick) an email from Cassandra Osborne at Oak Ridge High School regarding her interest in learning more about the Stewardship Education Resource Kit. This summer she will be developing a 1–2 weeks long unit to be used in U.S. history classes at the school. The unit will begin with an overview of the Manhattan Project and then focus in on the role Oak Ridge played in the project. Mr. Osborne said he spoke with her, and she agreed to borrow one of the three kit given to the school. Ms. Campbell said it might be beneficial for the subcommittee to meet with Ms. Osborne after she has developed her unit to see how the kit was used.
