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Citizens Have an Opportunity to Express Views

On Environmental Clean-up of the Oak Ridge Reservation
Citizens interested in the Department of Energy (DOE) activities at Oak Ridge have an opportunity to express their concerns and opinions related to the environmental clean-up of the Oak Ridge Reservation.

A Stakeholders Survey is available online at http://www.oakridge.doe.gov/em/ssab/survey.htm where people may answer a few questions on a number of topics related to the environmental clean-up of the reservation. Respondents can answer some general questions as well as write their own specific opinions and concerns.
More than 50 years of work on the Oak Ridge Reservation, which includes Oak Ridge National Laboratory, East Tennessee Technology Park (formerly K-25), and the Y-12 National Security Complex, have left a legacy of contamination from radioactive and hazardous waste as a result of nuclear weapons production and energy research.

The reservation is currently being cleaned up under the Comprehensive Environmental Restoration, Compensation and Liability Act, also known as Superfund. In addition, DOE is working to prevent further contamination to the environment.
The Stakeholders Survey was developed by the Oak Ridge Site Specific Advisory Board (ORSSAB), a volunteer board chartered by the Federal Advisory Committee Act that provides advice and recommendations to DOE on cleanup of the reservation.

Results from the survey will be used to help ORSSAB develop its work plan for fiscal year 2008, which could result in recommendations from the board to DOE.
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
